"The Cross-Country Man" 
Many people ask "Why the Cross Country 

Run?" The answer is given with refer­
ence to two classes of men; namely, the 
student and that great body of men who 
are outside the walls of college. In Eng­
land and Eastern cities of the United States 
one may see as many as two or three hun­
dred men starting out for long runs. First 
this is a sport that may be followed after 
college years and by men in the commercial 
walks of life. It takes little or no expense, 
it is not limited to a given number or to 
any exact time of day. 

To the boy who enters school from the 
activities of summer vacation, the question 
of regular exercise is one pertinent to his 
present and future health. The crisp 
autumn air calls for other games than ten­
nis and baseball, and the two games that 
have withstood the tests of time and are 
best fitted to young men of the temperate 
zones are football in some of its varied 
forms and distance running in its varied 
forms. The former is more exacting on 
natural build of the athlete, both are 
equally dangerous when proper prepara­
tion is not made for the contest and both 
are equally beneficial when gone into with 
the proper preparation. 

Some say that the race is too long, and 
reply is made that for those properly train­
ed and fitted it is only a natural distance. 
In other words men are like bicycles or 

automobiles, some fitted to go fast and are 
geared high while others are geared low. 
A man can sometimes change his gear by 
preparation but by nature he falls into a 
class of runners known as long, short or 
middle distance, and to move him out of 
one class to another without special pre­
paration should not be done without some 
thought. Many men can run a good five 
or ten mile race but cannot do respectable 
time in a mile or two mile run. Cross 
country practice gives this class a chance, 
just as football and the weight events give 
the large men a chance. The person who 
is continually crying about changing the 
rules of football so the big man is not 
allowed to crowd out the small man howls 
without thought. For the big man has less 
chance than the little man when it comes 
to events in which to seek active participa­
tion. Thus because cross country opens a 
large field for the lighter weight men and 
because it is conducive to their physical 
well-being it should find a place in school 
athletics. 

Scoring is done by giving a team the total 
number of points scored by the first four 
of its men to cross the line. The team with 
the lowest score wins. Five men from 
each school may start, four must finish. 
The course is four miles. The Ohio record 
is 22 minutes and 22 3-5 seconds.
