COMMITTEE ON ARRANGEMENTS FOR THIS EVENT 

"We, the undersigned citizens of the City of Columbus, 
State of Ohio, realizing the magnitude of the task that rests 
upon our National Government and its Officers in the creation 
of an efficient army and in inspiring this army with the proper 
morals, do hereby RESOLVE, 

"That we constitute the Columbus Committee of the 
State of Ohio War Commission, which will endeavor to fulfill 
the needs of Ohio's Soldiers, and to encourage and support 
Ohio troops serving in the Nation's Armies. 

"That individually and collectively, we will give to the 
work of this committee whatever time and effort may be neces­
sary to promote the welfare, contentment and efficiency of 
Ohio troops. 

"That we will educate our citizenry to whole-heartedly 
support and uphold the young men in our Nation's armies and 
to inspire them with exalted courage. 

"Tha t we will hold ourselves in readiness to fulfill any 
demands, looking toward the successful prosecution of the war 
that may come from the State of Ohio War Commission, from 
the Commander of the 83rd Division, from the Commander of 
the 37th Division, from the Commander of any other Ohio 
Division, from the Governor of the State and from the Com­
mander-in-chief of our Nation's armies."
