During his college days at Western State Teachers College Secory
played baseball for three years in the outfield, where he was an out-
standing player, with real ability when it came to smacking the ball
and with exceptional speed in covering plenty of territory in center
field. He not only covered plenty of ground out there, but brought in
the flies. In football he played guard for three years, although one sea-
son he was moved back to fullback a time or two. He was steady and
sturdy o ndefense and offense, and a smart type of football player.

Immediately after his graduation last June Secory signed a con-
tract with the Detroit Tigers and was farmed out. Next spring he is to

report to the Beaumont team of the Texas League, a big step up from the Tiger farm where
he played this past summer.
