as vice president at BYU. He got the top candidate
elected and he married the vice president.

Since taking their bachelors' degrees in the early
1920's, both men have retained their love of learn-
ing, and both have had remarkable careers in their
chosen fields—Dr. Wilkinson in law, Dr. Olpin in
physics, and now both in education.

Dr. Olpin became president of the University of
Utah Jan. 1, 1946, when the great influx of World
War |l veterans was beginning to demand great ad-
justments by the campus family. Under his adminis-
tration the university obtained nearly 300 acres of
ground from surplus Fort Douglas, emphasized grad-
vate work, and laid the groundwork for the univer-
sity's biggest building program in 20 years.

Dr. Wilkinson, a native of Ogden, will be in-
auvgurated in ceremonies in the new million dollar
BYU fieldhouse, BYU has sent 3000 invitations to
representatives of churches, the state, learned socie-
ties and other universities.
