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Tonight's Game:

Grid History In The Mahing

No matter which team wins tonight's game, the
football historians will be reaching for the record
book. For this evening's tilt will be the 30th meeting
of these two rivals, and not even a tie can rob either
team of the gridiron distinction that is sure to follow.

If the Cougars win, it will be only the second time in
the 23-year history of the series that they have been
able to do the trick. In fact the dream of a BYU
victory is so remote most of the time that the Red-
skins would still be favored if they only had nine men
in uniform.

If the Utes win, and they're favored again tonight,
it would give them a record of 25 wins against one
defeat and four ties; a record that would be near
phenomenal for major rivals. There's no doubt but
what the 30-game series is one of the most lopsided
in modern grid history, if not the most unbalanced
ever recorded.

To be sure, there was a time when the Cougars did
play havoc with the Redskins on the football field.
But that was before the turn of the century when a
football looked more like a basketball and only the
sissies wore protective gear under their turtle neck
sweaters. As a matter of record, the Cougars of old
laced the Utes two years in a row, 1896 and 1897,
before they gave up the sport because of a football
fatality.

The Brighams resumed their football battles with
the Redskins in 1922, and the latter has been chalking
up the wins with disturbing reqularity ever since.

The only change of pace in this colorful series
came in 1942, when the Cougars, sick of such a tired
routine, finally pierced the hide of the Redskins, 12-7.
The Cougarville celebration that followed that victory

has been likened to VJ-Day on Times Square. But it
must be remembered that victory in World War I
came after only three and a half years of struggle,
while the Cats in 1942 had been in the market for a
Ute defeat for some 20 seasons.

The question naturally arises: “Are the Cougars
close to a victory tonight?"

This series has been so unpredictable that even
those closest to these institutions would parry the
above question.

When viewed from the standpoint of record, the
series appears very dull and static. But the truth of
the matter is, the series has been so lively that neither
school has had to worry about drawing a crowd to
the annual affair,

As an example of the kind of ball these two teams
produce, we have only to look to last year's game.
Even the exr)erts were expecting a complete rout for
the nationally televised game. But the Cats played
sensational ball in all but tying the Utes, 32-33, in
one of the finest games ever seen in the mountain
country.

One fact should be taken into consideration: The
Y's head football coach, Chick Atkinson, can be at
his best against the Utes. There was one rout, 34-6
in 1952. But Chick also registered a 6-7 game in '51,
a 28-28 tie in '50, and last year's near upset.

It's pretty well agreed that the Brighams will land
their second victory over the Redskins when the Salt
Lakers least expect it. With Utah showing well against
Pacific Coast Conference opponents (including a 7-6
win over bowl-bound Oregon), and the Cats still win-
less in three starts, the fans can least expect an upset
tonight.

In 1875, twenty-one years before Utah was granted
statehood, Karl G. Maeser, a German convert to the Mor-
mon faith, was commissioned by Brigham Young to organize
the B. Y. Academy. In the 78 years that followed the school
has grown from a humble beginning to one of the largest
institutions of higher learning in the West.

At the time it was first organized nearly all of the stu-
dents came from Utah County, and the student enrollment
numbered 29. This fall some 7,098 students from the forty-
eight states, Hawaii, Alaska and 22 foreign countries were
on hand for the beginning of the 1954-55 school year.

The current campus expansion program was initiated
during the administration of Dr. Ernest L. Wilkinson, who
was selected by the Board of Trustees in 1950 to quide the
growth of the school. Since 1951 the University has ex-
perienced a 559, increase in enrollment, the faculty has
been substantially increased, new departments of instruction
have been added, and the most extensive building program
in the history of the University was begun.

Qirdl In The Wedl

Less than three years after the Mormon pioneers entered
the Salt Lake valley the University of Deseret was established
as an institution of higher learning, the oldest state university
west of Missouri.

Several different sites in and around Salt Lake City
were used to house the school's physical plant before the
city gave a ten acre block of land to the University. The
old campus, which was used from 1880 until 1901, is the
present site of West High Scheol. In 1892 the University
of Deseret was changed to the University of Utah.

Like the other schools in the nation, Utah experienced
an enrollment boom at the end of World War Il. In order
to meet this staggering influx the administration leased a
large portion of Fort Douglas. Since then they have ac-
quired this property, bringing the school area to 446 acres.

Known for its schools of medicine, law, engineering and
pharmacy, the University of Utah, along with the other
schools of higher learning in Utah, is in part responsible for
the state's record of maintaining the highest state-ratio of
persons of college age actually attending college.
