The best word to describe the post-war
growth of BYU is "phenomenal.” The school
that was founded in 1875 under the direction
of Karl G. Maeser will register more than
9.000 students during fall quarter. At the
turn of the century the campus occupied
a city block. Today it covers an area of
500 acres, and the growth continues in full
swing.

Directing the administrative affairs of BYU
is Dr. Ernest L. Wilkinson, alumnus who re-
turned to campus in 1951 as university presi-
dent. During his administration, expansion
has been noted in every direction and new
buildings costing more than $5500,000 have
been added to university facilities, not includ-
ing the Joseph F, Smith building. Many new
projects have been authorized by the Board
of Trustees to keep pace in every way with the

UNIVERSITY

In February, 1850, less than three years af-
ter the pioneer leaders entered Salt Lake
valley, the University of Deseret was incor-
porated as one of the first schools west of
the Mississippi. The U. of U. was reorganized
in 1869 under the direction of Dr. John R.
Park, and today is one of the guiding lights
in higher learning. Transfer of the University
to its present hill-top sight began in 1894,
and the campus area now covers approxi-
mately 450 acres.

Under the direction of Dr. A. Ray Olpin,
who became University president in 1946,
Utah has continued to grow and expand in
nearly every direction. It is known in the area
particularly for its College of Medicine.

The man chosen to fill the vacancy left by
Charles "Chick" Atkinson, former head coach at
BYU who entered industrial relations last winter,
is Harold W, Kopp. Coach Kopp came to BYU
from Rhode Island University where he pulled the
Rams back into the college football picture with
a four-year record of 25 wins, five losses, and two

ties.

A graduate of Western Maryland, he was line
coach at Brown, Yale, Harvard prior to becoming
head coach at Rhode Island. He holds the rank
of lieutenant colonel in the Army Reserve,

One of the first lieutenants acquired by Kop
was Tally Stevens, former head coach at East Hig
School. Tally, a native of Wyoming and '49 gradu-
ate of the University of Utah, directed East to three
state championships and a 33-3-1 record. Stevens

was all-conference end for Utes.

Two members of the staff, Line Coach Owen
Dixon and Frosh Coach Max Tolbert, were on last
year's staff. Owen was all-conference quard for
Congars before and after service in World War .
He led B.Y. High into state "B" finals before join-
ing athletic staft in 1953. Max, a native of Fayette,
Pa., won letters in four sports before coming to
BYU. He won three letters with Cougars as end,
coached baseball and football at Murray High
before joining staff last year.

Allan Davis, new backfield coach, came to Y.
from Murray High where he was head coach. His
club reached the state finals in 1953, won the
crown in 1954, was defeated by East in '55 play-
offs. A native of Salem, Allan played for Payson,
quarterbacked Utah Redskins, 945-47.
