For the 10th consecutive year
ths University of Colorado foot-
ball team will fly via United
Air Lines. This fall United will
fly the Golden Buffs to Seattle,
Washington, September 21;
Norman, Oklahoma, October
26; and Lincoln, Nebraska,
November 16.
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Colorado’s 68th consecutive football season
gets off to an impressive home opening today as
approximately 90 high school bands and the most
highly-heralded Utah team in the last decade pro-
vide the guest entertainment,

Coach Dal Ward’s Buffaloes got started on an
even keel last Saturday as they tied a one-touch-
down favorite Washington team at Seattle in a
game in which the Buffs had several opportunities
to score the winning touchdown.

Highlight of the Buff stand at Seattle was
the outstanding play of Guards Bill Mondt and
Sherman Pruit, the best men on the field.

But it was a frustrating afternoon for the
Golden Herd, unable to capitalize on scoring op-
portunities after its first touchdown drive.

Utah, on the other hand, got away flying,
clubbing @ Montana team 32-13 as Coach Jack
Curtice kept his offense under wraps most of the
game.

The Redskins are rated more than 25 per
cent improved over a year ago. And, remember,
they were good enough in 1956 to come within
an inch of possibly upsetting the Orange Bowl-
bound Buffs. That inch was the margin by which
Quarterback Boyd Dowler ticked the heel of Half-

rado 14 after the Utah speedster had sped 57 President, University of Colorodo
yeards en route to what locked to be a cinch
touchdown and a 14-0 Redskin lead in the first
quarter. A rain fell steadily throughout the last
three periods and it was very easy to see that the
Utes might have protected their two-touchdown
lead in the sloppy going. But the Buffs recovered
to win 21-7.

The Redskins pack a new and potent aerial
punch this year with a pair of transfers from
Santa Monica, Calif. —Quarterback Lee Grosscup
and End Duncan Ward furnishing the overhead
punch. With Grosscup doing most of the pitching,
the Utes completed 14 of 23 passes for 235
yards ogainst Montana in an eye-opening display
of passing precision.

So today’s game figures to be a duel between
o pair of teams featuring fine backfield talent,
Utah predominantly @ passing team and Colorado
primarily a running club.

The rivalry is ancient and colorful. Colorado
and Utah will be meeting for the 54th time in
what, during the Mountain States Conference
days, was annually the highlight of the Rocky
Mountain area football season.

The kickoff should launch a full afterncon of
thrilling action.

Sharing the spotlight are high school musicians
from four states and the University’'s Men's
Marching Band .

The occasion is the fifteenth annual Band
Day at Colorado with prep musicians from Colo-
rado, Wyoming, Kansas and MNebraska filling
the south oval of Folsom Field.

Last year 93 bands totalling 5194 players
took part in''this big musical performance. This
year’s number is expected to be even more, a
tribute to the planned growth of Band Day by
Colorado Band Director Hugh McMillen, the man
responsible for the event.

Because of the large number of participating
bands, the high school groups will remain in the
stands during their portion of the halftime show.
However, drum majors and majorettes will circle
the stadium field in an impressive sight.
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Today’s program included a maneuvering fes-
tival at Boulder High School field from 8:00 until

noon this morning. At 10:00 a.m. the bands
paraded through the Boulder business district in
an hour-long procession.

At the half, the massed bands will play the
Colorado school song “Glory, Glory, Colorado”
and the fight song "“Fight CU Down The Field.”

Colorado’s  high-stepping men’s  marching
group will also participate in the halftime show
from the field.

The silver-and-gold-clad musicians will pre-
sent halftime entertainment entitled ""The Marches
Of Goldman,” in a musical bow of appreciation to
the late Edwin Frank Goldman, dean of American
march composers before his death one year ago.

The opening of the home football season, al-
ways a colorful event, takes on added brilliance
with the fine musical show due from the visiting
high school bands and Colorado’s own band.
