COACH EV FAUNCE — This is the seventh season 
for Ev at Utah State University, and his third as 
head football coach. Faunce spent four years with 
the Aggies as backfield coach before taking charge 
in 1955. 

Faunce has a four-year record as head coach of 
18 wins, 18 losses, and one tie. His previous head 
coaching job was at Minot State College, Minot, 
North Dakota, in 1950. 

Aggie football teams under his coaching now 
have a record of 12 wins, 16 defeats, and a tie. In 
Skyline competition, the record is 8 wins, 11 losses 
and a deadlock. 

Ev's colorful and splendid playing career started 
at the University of Minnesota. In 1948, Faunce was 
the second leading ground gainer in the Big Ten, 
and was voted Minnesota's most valuable player of 
the season. Faunce that season also played in the 
East-West Shrine game, the Annual All-Star game 
in Chicago, and the Hulu Bowl game in Honolulu. 
He played professional football in 1949 with the 
Baltimore Colts. 

Faunce this fall has installed a new offense at 
Utah State — the Aggie T-Wing. The new system 
is designed to give more running punch to the full­
backs, and allows Aggie quarterbacks to peg passes 
on the run in branch-out plays.. 

COACH RALPH MAUGHAN — Aggie linemen learn 
the in's and out's from Maiighan, himself an out­
standing lineman and one of Utah State's finest 
athletes. Ralph was center on the Aggie Skyline con­
ference championship team of 1946. He was all-
conference selection three years. 

Maughan played a year of professional football 
wtih the Detroit Lions before taking the coaching 
job at Ricks College, Rexburg, Idaho, in 1948. In 
1951, Ralph returned to the Logan campus as fresh­
man coach. He took over varsity line chores in 1955. 
Maughan also doubles as Aggie track coach. 

ASSISTANT COACH JACK NELSON — Utah State 
ends and linebackers are coached by Nelson, now in 
his third season with the Aggies. Jack joined the 
Utah State coaching staff in 1955. He came from 
the University of Colorado where he was an assist­
ant one year. Nelson, a native Minnesotan, gradu­
ated from Gustavous Adolphus College of St. Peter, 
Minnesota, where he earned 11 varsity letters. Jack 
is Utah State University baseball coach. 

ASSISTANT COACH EVAN SORENSON — Freshmen 
footballers and freshmen basketball players take up 
most of Evan's coaching duties, but before Aggie 
freshmen report, he assists with the varsity. Soren­
son graduated from Utah State in 1947 and joined 
the coaching staff in 1955 after seven years of high 
school coaching in Idaho and Utah. 
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
