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UTAH'S GREAT RECORD 
The University of Utah has been a 

dominant power in Rocky Mountain foot­
ball ever since it became a member of the 
RMC on March 26, 1910. The Redskins' 
over-all winning percentage of .748 for 44 
seasons of play since 1910 is easily the 
best cumulative mark of any school in the 
area. Utah's 18 conference championships 
or co-championships is also a high mark 
and the Utes have never finished below 
sixth place in any league race, even 
though the old RMC had 12 members 
for almost 20 years. This is a remarkable 
record no other school can challenge. 

However, the Utah dominance reached 
its peak in the years between 1928 and 
1933, when the Utes piled up one string 
of 16 straight victories over all opponents 
between 1928 and 1930 and another string 
of 30 consecutive conference victories, 
starting with a 0-0 tie with Brigham 
Young in the next-to-last game of the 
1928 season and continuing until Denver 
achieved a surprising 13-0 upset before a 
DU homecoming crowd of 15,578 on No­
vember 18, 1933. A 7-6 loss to Washing­
ton in the opening game of the 1931 sea­
son snapped the Utah victory streak over 
all opposition, but Utah's conference 
domination for almost six years was an 
unprecedented, and, as yet unrepeated, 
highlight of Rocky Mountain football.
