FRANK CHRISTENSEN 

Perhaps the most-renowned Redskin 
of all during Utah's glorious "Golden 
Days" was Fullback Frank Christensen, 
who climaxed a brilliant career by being 
named to the United Press All-American 
team in 1932. 

His tremendous scoring feats stand 
today as all-time Utah marks. His top 
scoring season was in 1931 when he tal­
lied 100 points, still in the Utah record 
book today. His career total of 235 points 
(78 in 1930, 100 in 1931, and 57 in 1932) 
is topped in all Skyline history only by 
Eddie Talboom of Wyoming in 1948, 
1949 and 1950 (303 points).
