"V/TARV JONAS is remembered as one of the 

finest linemen in University of Utah football 

history and is called by many as the best center to 

ever cavort on the Uteville gridiron. 

The all-time great center played football for the 
Redskins during the '28-'29-and '30 seasons being 
all-conference all three years. Marv was chosen as 
a third team All-American during his junior year 
and was 2nd team All-American as a senior. 

He played in the West-South all-star game vs. 

Notre Dame in the Los Angeles Coliseum in 1930. 

The durable Ute graduated in 1931 and that 
year played professional football for the Brooklyn 
Dodgers. Besides his football accomplishments, Marv 
also lettered three years in wrestling and two years 
in basketball. He was president of the sophomore 
class, treasurer of the sr. class, a member of the 
apportionment board, member of the commission of 
control, member of Skull and Bones, Owl and Key 
and the Beehive Club. Marv also belonged to Pi 
Kappa Alpha. 

He went to New York University in 1935 to 
obtain a MBA in Business Administration. Since 
that time Marv has established himself as a promi­
nent business man. He was employed by the Ameri­
can Surety Co. of N. Y. for seven years and was in 
charge of training agents in the big city. He has 
been in business for himself in Los Angeles since 
1951 as a highly successful insurance salesman. Marv 
also taught at the University of Southern California 
for six years. 

Old "Workhorse" has taken a major interest in 
civic enterprises and his accomplishment as a mem­
ber of the Park and Recreation Board of the City 
of Burbank are worthy of note. In the four years 
Marv has been a board member he has initiated and 
pushed through construction of one new park, two 
new baseball diamonds, a new community center 
building, with an Olympic size swimming pool, initi­
ated the start of a new 18 hole golf course, initiated 
the purchase of 500 canyon acres for city recreation 
use, induced city officials to build a reservoir with 
a baseball diamond on top and has spent many 
long hours planning recreational activities for the 
young people in the community. 

Besides all the above chores Marv still has time 

to serve as a member of the Burbank Citizens Crime
