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University of 

Less than three years after the first covered wagon 
rolled into the Salt Lake valley in 1847, the Provisional 
Government of the State of Deseret set up the Univer­
sity of Deseret as an institution of higher learning. 

This forerunner of today's University of Utah used 
several sites during its first half century. For one quar­
ter in 1850, classes were held in two rooms of a private 
dwelling. In 1851-52, they were conducted in a chapel. 

By 1901 the first buildings on the present campus 
site were completed. The campus now lies at the foot 
of the majestic Wasatch Mountains on the East Bench 
of Salt Lake City, Utah's capital. It covers 446 acres 
and includes nearly 200 buildings. 

Under the direction of University President Dr. A. 
Ray Otpin an impressive development program has 

been initiated. Recently completed were a modern 
classroom building, a men's dormitory and a $2/2 
million Union Building. The Union, one of the most 
up-to-date structures of its kind in the country, con­
tains fourteen meeting rooms, a theater, bowling alley, 
games room, ballroom, pharmacy, barbershop, lounges, 
cafeteria, snack bar, and a dining room with a spectac­
ular view of the Salt Lake valley. 

Projects planned include a medical center, an engi­
neering center, new buildings and facilities for the 
college of fine arts, a new school of education, and 
additional on-campus housing facilities. 

The University has more than enough students to 
utilize the new constructions. Daytime resident enroll­
ment in 1957-58 totaled more than 9,000, with stu-
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dents from 47 states, the District of Columbia, Hawaii 
and 39 foreign countries. In June commencement ex­
ercises, 1,389 graduates received degrees, diplomas, or 
certificates. 

Culture on the campus is represented by the Utah 
Symphony Orchestra, the University Theatre Ballet, 
the University Theatre, the Young People's Theatre 
and Playbox Theatre-in-the-Round. The University 
Lecture and Artist Series brings prominent performers 
to the school each year. 

The " U " is an accredited member of the National 
Association of State Universities, the State Univer­

sities Association, Northwestern Association of Sec­
ondary and Higher Schools, the Association of Ameri­
can Colleges, the American Council on Education and 
the National Commission on Accrediting. 

It is divided into 13 colleges, schools, and divisions, 
and sponsors several research agencies. There are more 
than 60 departments. 

With a well-rounded program of academic and 
extracurricular offerings, a picturesque campus, and 
an enthusiastic administration, the University of Utah 
has fulfilled the dreams of the farsighted leaders who 
founded it 108 years ago. 

UTAH STADIUM STUDENT UNION 
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University of 

The University of California was chartered on 
March 23, 1868, when Governor H. H. Haight signed 
a legislative act creating the University. The new in­
stitution began instruction in September, 1869, at the 
College of California in downtown Oakland, with 40 
students and ten professors. Instruction was moved to 
the Berkeley campus in 1873. 

Today the University of California is comprised of 
eight campuses with a total enrollment of more than 
48,000 students. The Fall enrollment at Berkeley is 
more than 19,000, including approximately 4,500 
graduate students. 

Clark Kerr is President of University, while Glenn 
T. Seaborg, Nobel prize winner in Chemistry, is Chan­
cellor of the Berkeley campus. 

The Berkeley campus of the University is regarded 
by educational authorities as one of the most outstand­

ing universities in the nation in quality of faculty and 
facilities for instruction and research. California has 
the largest number of faculty members who are Nobel 
Prize winners and the second largest number of faculty 
members who have won Guggenheim Fellowships. A 
survey by the Chicago Tribune ranked the Berkeley 
campus first in the number of distinguished depart­
ments among the universities of the United States, 

California's schools of law and engineering are 
ranked among the top 10 in the country. The U.C. 
College of Agriculture is one of the nation's best and 
the Medical School is equal of any at a state university. 
The undergraduate program is rated by impartial 
scholars as superior to that of any state university. 

California's faculty, with 24 out of 28 selected de­
partments of the arts and sciences rated as distin­
guished, ranks first in eminence among all American 
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educational institutions, in the opinion of scholars and 
scientists interviewed by the Chicago Tribune. 

The California athletic program is supervised by 
Paul (Bud) Hastings, Executive Director of the 
ASUC, and Greg Engelhard, Director of Athletics. 
California fields 36 teams in 19 sports with competi­
tion in approximately 5 00 intercollegiate contests each 
year. 

The California athletic plant is one of the most 
modern in the world. California Memorial Stadium is 
the third largest college stadium in the nation. The 
Gymnasium for Men, site of Bear basketball games, 
seats 7,000. Edwards Stadium is the largest stadium 
in the country devoted exclusively to track and field. 
Memorial Stadium was completed in 1923 at a cost of 
$1,437,696. The Gymnasium for Men and Edwards 

Stadium were constructed in 1932 as part of a three-
million-dollar athletic development program. 

California's athletic achievements include three 
Olympic championship crews, NCAA championship 
baseball teams in 1947 and 1957, and Olympic repre­
sentatives in track, including 1956 U.S. Olympic team 
members Don Bowden (America's first four-minute 
miler), Leamon King, and Lon Spurrier. 

In football, California also has an outstanding rec­
ord. The Golden Bears have won 10 Pacific Coast Con­
ference championships and have represented the PCC 
in the Rose Bowl seven times. The greatest California 
football teams have been the undefeated "Wonder 
Teams" of Andy Smith, from 1920 to 1924, the un­
defeated 1937 "Thunder Team," and the 1948 to 1950 
Pappy Waldorf teams. 
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
