ATHLETE

Won letters in four major sports (football,
basketball, baseball and track) at Salt Lake
High School, Salt Lake City, Utah.

Won letters in four major sports at Univer-
sity of Utah.

All-Conference in football and basketball.

Member of University of Utah basketball team
that won the National AAU championship
in 1916.

Played on 91st Division football team at Camp
Lewis, Washington, during World War I. The
team played in Rose Bowl, California, New
Year’s Day, 1918.

RESULTS OF TEAMS
COACHED AT UTAH STATE

Football — To the end of the 1948 season:
Teams played 239 games, won 132, tied 16,
and lost 91. Won Conference championships
in 1921 and 1936. Tied for championship in
1935 and 1946. Finished second place five
times.

Basketball — Won conference championship in
1926, 1930, 1935, and 1936. Won National Jr.
AAU Championship in 1925. Played in Olym-
pic Play-offs in 1936. (Won 2 out of 3 from
Kansas U, previously undefeated, at Kansas
City, Mo., and went on to play in the finals
in Madison Square Garden, New York City.)
Played in NCAA play-offs at World's Fair in
San Francisco, California, in 1939, where
team won from Texas University and lost to
Oklahoma University. During 22 years (1920-
1941, inclusive) teams played 384 games, won
225 games, lost 159 games.

Teams won Conference championship in 1924,
1925, 1926, and 1927.

Won championghip in 1920. Tied for cham-
pionship in 1919 and 1921.
