SCOUTING REPORT...

For years now BYU fans have been hoping the law
of averages would ultimately operate in the Cougars’
behalf; i.e.. produce some kind of upset over rival Utah.
But this is one law that must have been repealed before
these two schools first met on the gridiron, because BYU
upsets have been few and far between in this 35-game
series.

The record (see opposite page) is an unbelievable
list of Utah victories (29) broken only by four ties and
two Cougar wins.

In fact, there was a time when the Cougars passed
through an agonizing scoring drought of disastrous pro-
portions. In one eight-year period {1931-1938) the Cou-
gars were held to only two touchdowns, going scoreless
in six of these games. The Redskins, meanwhile, were
running wild in a scoring spree that totaled 210 points
during the same period.

Historically, these years were known as the great
depression. And the down-and-out Tabbies must have
regarded the Utes as a family of Rockefellers during
this stretch.

The balance of power in Utah's favor has been tip-
ped only twice. BYU squeezed past Utah, 12-6, in 1942,
then added a second win in 1958, taking a 14-7 decision
with a fourth quarter score.

While Nagel's team must be given a two or three-
touchdown edge in tonight's game, they could be clob-

bered if: (I) they relax or (2) somebody passes a law
of averages, one with some teeth in it.

Utah will pit its multiple-T offense against BYU's
wing-T, and both teams will play only I players at one
time. But in all other areas the Utes will carry a big ad-
vantage. In punting, passing, running, defense, etc., the
Redskins hold a commanding edge. They beat Arizona
(a team that whipped Wyoming last week), and they
gave Oregon a rough battle for 60 minutes.

While the Utah power seems well distributed (eight
players have scored touchdowns so far), the Cougar
strength, particularly on offense, is more concentrated.
Jack Gifford, Bud Belnap and some sophomores form
the heart of the Y attack.

Much of the U's success this year can be credited to
an outstanding line featuring the play of Ed Pine, 220,
b-4, center and linebacker; tackle Ken Peterson, 233;
guard Tony Polychronis, and others.

All in all, the odds seem to be stacked against the
Cougars. But fans should, nevertheless, see a thrilling,
hard-fought game.

"They throw away the script when these two oppon-
ents meet," reported one football expert earlier this
week. And this may well be the case, since the out-
come has been so static in this series a script would be
a needless prop.
