Welcome Cougars and Football Fans

Tonight’s contest will be the 18th
B.Y.U.-Utah football game that Dr.
A. Ray Olpin has witnessed, since he
became President of the University of
Utah, Jan. 1, 1946. In that time he
has seen the Utes win fifteen, tie one
and lose one. Since the President will
be retiring at the end of this school
year, he would like nothing more than
to witness another win for the Utah
team.

President Olpin graduated from
B.Y.U. in 1923 where he served as
student body president. He received
his Ph.D. from Columbia University
and came to Utah from Ohio State
University at Columbus, where he had
been Executive Director of the Ohio
State Research Foundation.

There have been many significant
developments at the University under
the able guidance of Dr. Olpin. En-
rollment increased from three thous-
and to over nine thousand students
during his first year as President of
the University of Utah. The war had
just ended and thousands of GI's were
returning to the campus. To accom-
modate this large enrollment, the
campus had to be expanded and the
curriculum reorganized. Under Dr.
Olpin’s guidance, over four hundred
fifty acres of land and nearly two
hundred buildings have been acquired
from Fort Douglas at practically no
cost to the State. Five new colleges
have been added to the University,
including the Colleges of Mines and
Mineral Industries, Pharmacy, Nurs-
ing, and Fine Arts. The Graduate
School superseded the Graduate Divi-
sion, and research has been empha-
sized. Fifteen new departments have
been added. Construction of KUED
educational television on the campus,
expansion of the University Press as
a means of encouraging faculty publi-
cations, the creation of the Univer-

sity’s Art Museum, and a long-range °

building program are among President
Olpin’s lasting contributions.

Last winter and spring, he spent
three months in Japan, studying visual
aids used there to facilitate teach-
ing and expedite learning, including
closed- and open-circuit television,
radio, and other electronic and me-
