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The Inauguration of a New President 

For two hours Friday, November 6, the pur­
suit of knowledge at the University of Utah 
came to a halt out of deference to an academic 
tradition: the formal inaugural of a new presi­
dent. 

Dr. James Chipman Fletcher, in ceremonies 
in Kingsbury Hall, became the eighth president 
in the 114-year history of the University of Utah. 

Marching to the music of the University 
band, the academic procession moved with meas­
ured dignity to Kingsbury Hall, passing through 
an honor guard composed of ROTC cadets from 
all three services and members of the women's 
ROTC sponsor corps. 

The academic procession itself continued a 
tradition. The procession for every University of 
Utah president inaugurated in this century has 
started at the Park building. Representatives of 
leading colleges and universities both in the U. S. 
and from abroad along with representatives of 
learned societies marched in a traditional rank­
ing based on founding dates, the oldest marching 
first. 

The Chairman of the University's Board of 
Regents, in charging the new president with his 
duties, traditionally passes the symbol of office 
to the new chief executive. Royden G. Derrick, 
Chairman of the Board, presented Dr. Fletcher 
with a gold medallion bearing the Seal of the 
University. 

Dr. Fletcher's inauguration adds another 
link to a chain of tradition bridging the entire 
history of the University. 

The University can proclaim that it is "The 
oldest state university west of the Missouri 
River," because it was only two-and-a-half years 
after the first band of pioneers arrived in the 
Salt Lake Valley that a chancellor and a Board 
of Regents were named and the University was 
established. This keys still another tradition: 
that education is a paramount consideration in 
the lives of Utahns. 

Then as now, the University was committed 
to academic excellence. 

Dr. George Thomas, in his inaugural address 
in 1922 crystalized the problem saying, "Educa­
tion is really a serious business and those in 
control of it and those who are participants in 
its benefits must fully realize this. There must 
be a change in attitude, and to bring a change 
from superficiality to intensity and thoroughness 
is one of the chief functions of the colleges and 
universities. If we have inherited or created 
conditions that are inimical to the development 
of leadership and to social welfare, it is our duty

to investigate the causes and apply the reme­
dies." 

The problem today is the same, only magni­
fied. When Dr. Thomas took office as President 
of the University of Utah, the daytime enroll­
ment was 2,486. This year's total daytime en­
rollment exceeds 12,500 and by 1970 (only six 
years away) it is expected daytime enrollment 
alone will top the 16,000 mark. 

Dr. Fletcher has already come to grips with 
several of the problems inherent in his new re­
sponsibility. Since July 1 he has guided the 
preparation of a record biennial budget, advo­
cated bonding for University building, and ur­
gently insisted that faculty salaries must be 
increased to a competitive level. 

"There are certain alternatives and options," 
Dr. Fletcher says, "but if we are to keep faith 
with Utah traditions, the one option we do not 
have is to be unable to afford quality higher 
education."
