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UTAH'S NEW PRESIDENT 

Dr. James Chipman Fletcher, eighth pres­
ident of the University of Utah, was born 
June 5, 1919, in Maplewood, New Jersey. 
After being educated in the schools of New 
Jersey, he entered Brigham Young Univer­
sity in 1937 and attended two years. He 
was graduated from Columbia University in 
1940, and during 1940-41 was a research 
physicist with the U. S. Navy Bureau of 
Ordnance. He attended Harvard University 
in 1942-43 and served as a research associate 
at the Croft Laboratory there. 

From 1943 to 1945 he was an instructor 
at Princeton University, and then became a 
teaching fellow at California Institute of 
Technology while studying toward the Ph.D. 
degree, which he received in 1948. 

Dr. Fletcher joined the Hughes Aircraft 
Company in 1948 as director of the Theory 
and Analysis Laboratory in the Electronics 
Division. He was the 120th employee hired 
in the division and saw it grow in six years 
to 25,600 employees. The division eventually 
became the entire company. 

He left Hughes in 1954 to join the infant 
Ramo-Wooldridge Corporation, and in his; 
four years with this company served as as­
sociate director of the Guided Missile Lab­
oratory, then as director of the Guided 
Missile Research Division, and finally as 
director of the Space Technology Labora­
tories, set up as a subsidiary of Ramo-
Wooldridge. 

In 1958 Dr. Fletcher and Frank W. Lehan 
organized the Space Electronics Corporation 
which developed and produced the Able 
Star engine for the Thor Able Space carrier. 
The company grew to 300 employees in two 
years, at which time the controlling interest 
was sold to Aerojet General Corporation. In 
1961 Space Electronics was merged with the 
Spacecraft Division of Aerojet to form 
Space-General, of which Dr. Fletcher was 
Board chairman. Space-General now has 
1400 employees and does an annual business 
of 25 million dollars. 

Dr. Fletcher has served and is still serv­
ing on numerous committees which direct 
and assess various aspects of America's space 
program. His most recent assignment was 
the "Project Forecast" committee directed 
by General Bernard Shreiver. It was set up 
to project the activities and aims of the 
U. S. Air Force during the next ten years. 
Dr. Fletcher was chairman of the Command 
and Control panel of the committee. 

Dr. Fletcher is married to the former Fay 
Lee, who is a native of Brigham City, Utah. 
They have four children, three girls and a 
boy.
