Compassion . . . sympathy . . . 
condolence. Have all three ready 
for the loser of today's football game 
—it 's that big, that important to 
both sides. 

Utah and BYU are both in the run­
ning for at least next-best honors in 
the Western Athlet ic Conference. 
The Utes are out front with a 2-1 re­
cord, and BYU has a l-l W A C mark. 
The loser in this case will very likely 
be out of the running, period. 

A third straight gridiron victory 
over Utah would be unprecedented, 
to say the least, but that's what the 
Cougars will be after this afternoon. 
Coach Mike Giddings doesn't want 
to have any part of a record like 
that, and so the forces must come to 
grips. 

Both the visitors and the home 
team have experienced some high 
and low points this season. One week 
the Cougars are smothering op­
ponents with 44-point outbursts and 
the Utes are pushing around Big 
Ten Powers. One week the Redskins 
are being stomped by Wyoming, and 
the next week BYU is gett ing the pick 
ax treatment from the Miners at 
UTEP. 

But, going into today's game, 
both teams have enough in common 
to make it look like an even match. 
Both have identical records of 3-2, 
both scored more than 40 points 
against New Mexico, and both were 
defeated by the W A C ' s pulverizing 
front runner, Wyoming. 

Af ter three consecutive road 
games, the Cougars are glad to be 
back on the home field once again. 

The ace-in-the-hole for the Utes 
will probably be Jack Gehrke, the U's 
lithe quarterback who watched his 
teammates absorb last year's 35-13 

Key personnel in BYU defense this 
afternoon will be safety Terry Col-
son and halfback Bobby Roberts. 

loss in Salt Lake City. Gehrke who 
was injured could have made a dif­
ference last year. He was the tr igger 
in the Utes' blasting of Arizona last 
week. 

The Cougars will counter with a 
trio of quarterbacks, none of whom 
can claim a firm grip on the starting 
berth in that key position for BYU. 
John Erdhaus, a transfer, will likely 
get the starting nod against the Red­
skins, and the back-up assignments 
will fall to sophomores Marc Lyons 
and Terry Sanford. 

According to the W A C statistics 
released earlier this week, the Cou­
gars are offensively stronger than the 
Utes (384.0 yards per game to 307.4 

for Utah), while the visitors have an 
edge in the defensive department 
(yielding an average of 260.8 yards 
to BYU's 359.8). ' 

Utah is second only to Arizona 
State in the W A C ' s rushing depart­
ment, and BYU is out in f ront in the 
passing game. 

Thus the batt le will likely pi t Utah's 
running game and strong overall de­
fense against BYU's passing game 
and ground defense. 

Af te r three consecutive road 
games, the Cougars are glad to be 
back on the home f ield again. And 
in a game like this, the home f ield 
edge, or any edge for that matter 
counts.
