Utah State University's 10th presi­
dent, Dr. Daryl Chase, is a man of broad 
humanistic interests and scholarship.

Frank "Buss" Williams 
Athletic Director,

In his fourth year as Utah State 
University director of athletics is Frank 
"Buss" Williams, a man who has worn 
the Aggie uniform for many years as a 
player and coach. 

Williams, a Utah native, earned his 
bachelors degree from Utah State in 
1948 and his masters in 1956. He was 

an all-Skyline conference fullback for the Aggies in 1946 and 1947 
and won the Skyline wrestling championship three years in his weight 
division and in 1946 finished sixth in the discus in the NCAA 
Championships. 

After his graduation, he played professional football one year 
each with the New York Giants and Green Bay Packers. Williams 
started his coaching career in the Montana school system and 
coached football and wrestling at Helena, Billings and Great Falls 
for 10 years. 

He joined the Utah State staff in 1960, serving in a variety of 
coaching assignments while on the Aggie campus. He coached fresh­
man football and was head wrestling and baseball coach. He went 
with former Utag head coach John Ralston to Stanford in 1963 
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
