President, University of Texas at El Paso 

Kentucky-born and texas educated, 
Dr. Joseph M. Ray, the man who has 
done a remarkable job during his seven 
years at The University of Texas at El 
Paso, is the school's sixth president.

State in Denton from 1937 until 1942. He became associate pro­
fessor of Political Science and assistant director of the Bureau of 
Public Administration at the University of Alabama from 1942 
through 1946.
