Today's Game 
Today's game will not be one for the faint of 

heart. The University of Wyoming Cowboys come to 
Salt Lake City undefeated in four games this season. 
It is almost assured that the game will be one of the 
best in the 1967 season. The Cowboys will be in 
defense of the Western Athletic Conference champion­
ship, and are reported to be much stronger than a 
year ago when they established the best record in 
their history, a 10-1 season which ended with a victory 
in the Sun Bowl against Florida State. Today's game 
will be the third conference game for the Cowboys, 
the first was the season opener in which the Pokes 
smashed the University of Arizona 36-17. Last Satur­
day they beat Brigham Young University 26-10 in 
a game played in Laramie. 

Wyoming and Utah have played 40 games prior 
to today, the first dates back to 1904 when the Utes 
dumped the Cowboys 23-0. Utah leads in the total 
series with 27 wins to Wyoming's 12. Only one game 
in the forty has ended in a tie. 

The Redskins will not remember the scores of all 
forty games, but you can bet that the 40-7 loss a year 
ago at the hands of the Cowboys will not be forgotten. 
The Utes have looked impressive in their first three 
games of the season, and a tight defensive battle is 
in store. Wyoming leads the conference statistics in 
defense against scoring, but Utah is only a point 
behind. Both teams will have a balanced attack, but 
Wyoming may have an edge in the kicking depart­
ment. Jerry DePoyster led the nation in kick scoring 
last season, and has already set a new conference 
record in the current campaign by booting a 55 yard 
field goal against Colorado State University three 
weeks ago. The Utes may have narrowed that edge in 
last week's game with New Mexico when linebacker 
Jim Whiteley split the uprights from 47 yards out. 

Don't be amazed if the packed stadium remains 
in their seats until the final gun.

Acting president of the University of 
Wyoming is H. T. Person, former dean 
of the UW college of engineering who 
assumed duties March 1 after the resig­
nation of Dr. John E. King, 15th presi­
dent of the school. 

A member of the faculty since 1929, 
Dean Person was appointed to a full 
professorship of civil engineering in 1935 
and served as head of that department 
from 1934 until named college dean in 1948 
his retirement in 1964.

search honor society), Phi Kappa Phi (National scholastic honorary), 
and Sigma Tau (national engineering honorary).

Unexcelled organizational ability and 
sound judgment during his 21 years at 
Wyoming have won for Glenn J. Jacoby 
a national reputation as one of the finest 
athletic directors in the business.
