President

DR. FERREL HEADY, a nationally
recognized authority in public administra-
tion, became the tenth president of the
University of New Mexico on June 1
when he was named to succeed Tom L.
Popejoy.

Dr. Heady came to the University of
New Mexico from the University of Mich-
igan, Ann Arbor, where he was profe_,ssor
of political science for 20 years and direc-
tor of the University’s Institute of Public
Administration for the last six years.

Dr. Heady has seen extensive service
as consultant and advisor to numerous
state and federal agencies and is an act_ive
member of many professional political science and public administration
societies. Recently he was one of a select group elected to membership in
the National Academy of Public Administration.

At present he is a member of the Governor’s Commission of Reorgani-
zation of State Government and is a member of the advisory panel execu-
tive board on reorganization to the U.S. Senate Subcommittee on Executive
Reorganization. He is a member of the Public Service Conference, Wash-
ington, D.C., and has been a member of the U.S. delegation to the Interna-
tional Congress on Administration Sciences at each meeting since 1956.

Pete McDavid

Athletic Director
University of New Mexico

A 1938 graduate of New Mexico,
McDavid received his B.S. in biology and
his M.S. in physical Education. He let-
tered three years in football, was a mem-
ber of Khatali, Pi Kappa Alpha and was
vice-president of the student body during
his undergraduate days. After graduation
McDavid went into high school coaching
in New Mexico and in 17 years his foot-
ball teams won four state championships
and were the runnersup three times. His
overall high school football record was
107-38-3 for an impressive mark of .731.
He also coached basketball and track and
, his basketball teams won four state
crowns, finished second twice and third once. As a cage coach he had a
107-34 mark. In track, his teams won two state titles, nine district cham-
pionships, three seconds and posted a list of 16 individual state champions.
