Dr. James H. Jensen

President .
Oregon State University

DR. JAMES H. JENSEN, scieptlst,
administrator, educator, became president
of Oregon State University in the fall of
1961 after serving as provost of lowa
State University for eight years. He pre-
viously was head of plant pathology at
North Carolina State.

A native Nebraskan, Dr. Jensen spent
most of his life in the Midwest, 1 New
York, New Jersey, Washington, D.C. ‘and
on three foreign assignments. He is a
graduate of the Universities of Nebraska
and Wisconsin, and an alumnus of Colum-

bia University.

Dr. Jensen in 1956 was named president of the National Association
of State Universities and Land-Grant colleges.

He was born at Madison, Nebraska, June 15, 1906. He married
Lucille Christopher, a native of Hastings, Nebraska, November 2, 1931.
The Jensens have four children, three of whom are married. There are
seven grandchildren.

JIM BARRATT, athletic director at
Oregon State, is starting his third year
on his new post, after working his way
up through the ranks. Jim graduated
OSU in 1950, though originally from
from Heppner, Oregon. He was editor of
the Daily Barometer in college. Following
graduation, Barratt served for a year as
Assistant Alumni Director, before moving
over to the athletic department as ticket
manager in 1951,

Several years later, Barratt became
athletic business manager, then assistant
athletic director and acting athletic direc-
tor. He succeeded the late Slats Gill two years ago.

Barratt served in the Navy during World War II and was overseas
much of the time. He and his wife, Dorotha, have two daughters Brenda
and Janet, and Brenda is married to Jim Gillespie. '
