Today's Game 

Tale of Woe for 
The Weakest Toe

Excuse the pun, fans, but the old stat book indicates that 
you should all get a real "kick" out of today's Wyoming-Utah 
head knocker. 

The NCCA statistics dated before last week's games pro­
vided a lucid illustration of that fact. 

Every individual who is scheduled to put his toe to the 
pigskin this afternoon (punter Craig Smith and placement 
kicker Marv Bateman for Utah and Bob Jacobs for Wyoming) 
figured prominently in those national stats. 

Jacobs, Wyoming's celebrated number 90, is the nation's 
leading kick-scoring leader, the country's number one punter 
and maybe, just maybe, the greatest 223-pound kicker of all 
time. 

Utah punter Craig Smith ranks about 20 spots down the 
line from Jacobs in the national statistics, and a couple of 
yards behind Bob in average-per-punt. 

And then there is the Redskins' marvelous Marvin Bate­
man, whose kick-scoring total isn't a heck of alot bigger than 
a third of Jacob's, but he's only a sophomore and still is among 
the leading kick scorers in the nation. 

The point is, in such a crucial game as today's, when the 
outcome can have such far-reaching effects and the opponents 
seem to be so evenly matched, every factor counts. 

Today, such a factor could be the respective kicking games. 
As an all-important determinent of field position (punting) 

and as an instrument for scoring (PATs and field goals) the 
authority with which the ball is booted this afternoon may go 
a long way in determining the 1969 WAC football champion. 

Wyoming coaches, and current headman Lloyd Eaton 
in particular, have always strongly advocated keeping the 
"foot" in football. 

Since he took over the Cowboy head job in 1962, Eaton 
has had excellent kickers who have booted 82 of 168 field 
goal attempts (.482 percentage) and 164 of 200 conversions 
(.820) for 407 of the 1,806 points the Pokes have scored. 

The era began with George Squires (1962-63-64) who hit 
on 15 of 25 (.600) field goals and 46 of 56 (.821) PATs for 
91 points, continued with Jerry Depoyster (1965-66-67) who 
set NCAA career records with 36 of 93 (.387) field goals and 
74 and 96 (.771) conversions for 182 points and now is being 
continued successfully by Bob Jacobs. 

Jacobs, in his second year, has 30 of 50 (.600) three-
pointers and 44 of 48 (.917) conversions for 134 points. 

Two weeks ago Bob broke DePoyster's WAC and school 
record for most field goals in one year with three against San 
Joe State to raise his total to 16, just one short of the national 
mark, and with a year and three games left the 6-3, 223-pound 
junior is definitely in striking distance of the national marks. 

It's fairly evident that the kicking game has been an 
important factor in helping Lloyd Eaton win 100 games in his 
collegiate career, a feat he accomplished earlier this year. 

Of course, when it comes to putting a foot to the pigskin, 
Utah's Craig Smith and Marv Bateman aren't exactly a pair 
of wilted daises, themselves. 

Going into last week's Utah State encounter, Bateman, a 
sophomore from Highland High school, had kicked four field 
goals. That enabled him to share the season record in that

department with Roy Jefferson (1964). He had a spotless 
16-16 record on PAT's for a grand total of 28 points, just short 
of team scoring leader Dave Smith's 30 points. 

Elsewhere, Utah's potent running game (the league's best 
for most of the year) is hoping to take right to Wyoming's 
running defense (the league's best for all of the year.) 

In fact, Wyoming's concrete-solid defense, under the 
astute coaching of Burt Gustafson (backs) and Fritz Shurmur 
(line) has been among the leaders in the nation in total 
defense and rushing defense all year long. 

The Cowboys rank way down the line in pass defense, 
according to latest WAC statistics. But that, primarily, is due 
to the fact that the air routes have been the only alternative 
left to opponents; they don't go anywhere on the ground. 

Utah's Ray Groth, Billy Hunter, Dave Smith, James 
Brown, Clint Harden, Fred Graves and the other central 
figures in the WAC's best offense, will have a busy day 
trying to crack Wyoming's defensive combination. 

The Utah defense (Larry Stone, Norm Thompson, Randy 
Hansen, et al) has been near the top in most of the WAC 
statistical categories and will be trying to improve on that 
record today. 

Biggest obstacles to such a goal may be Wyoming's 
quarterbacking tandem—Ed Synakowski and Gary Fox—a 
sophomore tailback by the name of Frosty Franklin and vou 
guessed it, Bob Jacobs. ' 

In addition to a more than adequate running attack—in 
which Franklin is the main cog with a 4.0 yards-per-carry
