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Need A Film? They’ve Got ’Em

With 6,113 prints in its vaults, and nearly 300 new ones being added annually,
Utah’s Educational Media Center has o bountiful film supply.

Medical discoveries, scientific re-
search and new develop-
ments in business and the arts on
campus are always capturing head-
lines, but there is an expanding
operation at the U which is often
overlooked and rarely appears in
print. Yet it performs an important
service to the campus and local
community.

The film division of the Univer-

sity of Utah Educational Media
Center — located in Milton Ben-
nion Hall — now has 6,113 prints

in its film vaults. About 400 new
films are added annually, although
fund restrictions reduced last year’s
acquisitions to 272.

“There are 12,000 to 15,000 new
films produced each year,” says Dr.
W. Donald Brumbaugh, director of
the Educational Media Center,
“and keeping our library current is
a continual challenge.”

Because of the growing interest
in and need for educational films,
the Center — a branch of the Di-
vision of Continuing Education —
has expanded its film staff to 10
full-time employees and 15 part-
time student technicians and pro-
jectionists. Dr. Brumbaugh has di-
rected the Center's growth for the
past 19 years and was instrumental
in forming the Mountain Plains Ed-
ucational Media Council — an as-

sociation of five schools which have
combined their film catalogs to
produce a single volume of motion
pictures for the mountain states.

Each year the U issues its own
catalogs to public schools, hospi-
tals, churches, civic groups and
local industries, but all films are
available to the general public, ac-
cording to Dr. Brumbaugh.

Rental costs vary. Three-day
loans range from $2.50 for a 10-
minute black and white film to
$12.50 for a 50-minute movie. A
service charge of $2.25 is taken out
of each rental to cover shipping,
repairing, filing and cleaning, and

If Bill Meek learned any defensive
theory from this great coach during his
brief exposure to him as the Vol's
quarterback during the early ‘40s, 1970
seems to be the perfect year to put it
into action.

Starts Third Year

Meek, the distinguished looking
former football and baseball star at
Tennessee, begins his third year this
season as director of Utah’s rising grid
fortunes.

His 8-2 season last year (after a 3-7
campaign in his first season at Utah) re-
introduced Redskin fans to the winnin
football they had become familiar wit
in the past.

The Meek regime is now built firmly
on a foundation of a solid freshman
football program. And that base seems
to have the Utes, again this season,
right in the thick of the WAC title race.

Great Vol QB

A 1943 graduate of Tennessee, where
he guarterbacked the championship Vol
teams of 1940 and 1942, Bill led the
team to a 27-4-1 record during his three
years and he later was invited to play in
the 1943 Chicago All-Star football game.

He first entered the coaching profes-
sion as an assistant at the University of
Maryland (1947-50) and then became
head coach at Kansas State.

In every phase of his collegiate
coaching career, Bill took over teams
undergonig a rebuilding program, and
built them into winners.

Rebuilt K-State

During his four years at Kansas State,
he revamped the Wildcat program and
the team became a serious contender
for Big Eight honors.

He took over the head coaching job
at Houston in 1955 and in his second
season the Cougars won the Missouri
Valley Conference title. That accomp-
lishment earned him “Coach of the
Year” in the MVC.

From 1957 to 1961 Meek was head
coach at Southern Methodist University
in Dallas, before moving into the pro-
fessional ranks.

Six Pro Years

Bill spent six seasons (1961-66) as
Player Personnel Director and offensive
backfield coach for the Denver Broncos,
and also with the Dallas Cowboys.

He returned to collegiate coaching
in 1966, becoming Tom Cahill’s offen-
sive coordinator at the U. S. Military
Academy.

During Meek's two years at West
Point, the Cadets played Bill's charac-
teristically wide-open brand of football
and wound up with a pair of 8-2 season
records.
