n important facet of liberal edu-
A cation is exposure to the visual
arts, and the University of Utah has
acknowledged this with the con-
struction of a new Museum of Fine
Arts — one of the top three univer-
sity museum facilities west of the
Missouri River.

Located directly south of Marriott
Library at the core of the campus,
the museum is part of a new com-
plex of buildings which includes
the behavioral sciences high-rise,
the Graduate School of Social Work
and the Art, Architecture and
Sculpture Center. The area has the
greatest density of student activity
on campus, and it is estimated that
more than 1,000 students will visit
the museum daily.

The new facility has more than
12,000 square feet of exhibit space
— three times the capacity of its
previous location in the Park Build-
ing. The lower level, which includes
a 550-seat auditorium, “finally pro-
vides adequate space for receiving,
registering, storage, packing and
preparation of exhibits,” according
to Museum Director E. Frank Sang-
uinetti.

“The museum is well-planned in
terms of actual operation,” says Mr.
Sanguinetti. ““We have a modest
permanent collection and an active
temporary loan program and the
space devoted to these two facets
of museum presentation is well-
balanced.”

The permanent collection con-
sists primarily of gifts to the mu-
seum, which include a wide variety
of objects with an emphasis on
19th century American and French
landscape painting. There are col-
lections of 18th century French fur-
nishings and tapestries, 17th and
18th century English furniture and
pictures, contemporary graphic
works, Egyptian antiquities and a
number of objects from Buddhist
cultures.

Inside the new facility the areas
are differentiated without spoiling
the overall unity of the museum.
The temporary exhibit area is car-
peted, and the permanent collec-
tions is located on a parquet floor.
It's a building of contrasts, with
cedar paneling, exposed finished
brick floors and walls, rough con-
crete and hardwood.

The new museum will have one
of the most extensive and complete
university museum programs in the
