A Winning or Losing

Season for the Cougars

In a sport like football that
is crammed with variables, the
BYU-Utah football game re-
mains a constant.

True, there are wvariables
that should be considered when
the two teams meet head on this
afternoon, but nobody seems to
be giving them any thought. Af-
ter all, the two rivals are meet-
ing on the gridiron today, and
nothing else seems to matter.

So, all you football fanatics,
don’t try to muddy the waters
or cloud the issue with statis-
ties, records and that other
stuff you use to demonstrate
that one team is better than
another or that either should be
favored.

At this point there is only
one factor that might be of val-
ue in determining a winner:
which team wants most to win?

The hungriest of the two
Beehive rivals, it can be argued,
is Utah. The Redskins, who
were thought to be WAC first
division calibre at one time,
have fallen on hard times. The
Ute record, with today’s game
and the finale with Houston yet
to be played, stands at 2-7.

As disappointing as the sea-
son may have been for Utah, all
may he forgiven if they can win
today.

BYU’s football team, on the
other hand, is in a somewhat
different, but more pressurized
position. Everything—but ev-
erything—seems to be hinged

on the outcome of this one con-
test.

After wading through ten
games of blood, sweat, and tears,
the whole thing is reduced to
sixty minutes with that old rival
from up north. You see, de-
pending on the outcome, the
season will either be a loser or
a winner. With a 5-5 overall rec-
ord, today’s game will produce
a winning season or a losing
season.

There’s always a chance for
a tie game, but the Cougars
have played a total of 76 games
without the scoring ending in
a deadlock.

Some experts have urged
that we “throw the record books
out the window when these two
teams meet.” But it's safe to
say that most of these people
who say this are BYU fans.
After all, with only five wins
in a series dating back to 1922,
the Cat supporters would cer-
tainly feel better about chucking
it out the window. At the very
least, it should be hidden.

Regardless of where the
reader’s loyalties may rest, it’s
certain that everybody would
like to see both teams at full
strength. That’s expecting too
much, however, since it is too
close to the end of the season,
. The medical report of most
Importance to the Cougars is the
condition of quarterback Dave
Terry. With Terry at the con.
trols, the Cougars have the type

of execution they were looking
for at the start of the season.
But the sophomore southpaw
reinjured his ankle in the Ari-
zona game. He is a doubtful
starter.

With Terry sidelined, the
Cougars will likely go with
Brian Gunderson, the hero of
last year’s homecoming victory
over Utah State. Prior to last
Saturday, Gunderson had been
in on only 12 offensive plays
this year.

The Utes, too, have had a
few physical problems that
have forced them to alter their
plans. Chances are that sopho-
more quarterback Don Van Gal-
der will be in the lineup, thus
pitting one sophomore quarter-
back against another.

But the best part of today’s
contest may come in the kick-
ing game. In Marv Bateman the
Utes have one of the finest,_lf
not the finest, punter in the his-
tory of the game. Marv can also
kick field goals like the 59-
varder against Utah State last
week. And Bateman leads the
nation in punting with an aver-
age around 50 yards per kick.

The Cougars will counter
with Joe “The Toe” Liljenquist,
the senior from Ogden who
holds most of BYU’s kicking
records.

Neither team is as talented
as some the schools have had
in the past, but that’s never
made much difference, anyway.
