Every time Bill Meek has taken over 

a collegiate football program, it has 
been at low ebb. 

And he has built each of the four 
schools he has coached into winners. 

Meek, the distinguished looking 
former football and baseball star at 
the University of Tennessee, begins his 
fourth year this season as director of 
Utah's ever-rising football fortunes. 

Fast Success at Utah 
Won-lost records of 8-2 and 6-4 the 

past two years have reintroduced Red­
skin fans to the winning football they 
had become familiar with in the past. 

Meek's 8-2 season in 1969 won him 
WAC "Coach of the Year" honors. 

Utah football under Meek is now 
built firmly on a foundation of a strong, 
robust freshman football program. Utah 
frosh teams have not lost a game since 
Meek's first year (1968) and have been 
defeated but once since he took over 
at Utah. 

That strong frosh base seems to have 
the Utes, again this season, right in 
the thick of the WAC title race. 

Ran West Point's Offense 
For two years prior to his appoint­

ment as Utah's 10th head football 
coach in January of 1968, he was in 
complete charge of offensive planning 
for U.S. Military Academy teams under 
Tom Cahill. 

Meek put heavy emphasis on the 
forward pass and installed an outside 
running attack. The two changes not 
only added more interest for the spec­
tator, but had a great deal to do with 
Army's 8-2 seasons those two years. 

After attaining the rank of captain in 
the U.S. Army during the second World 
War, he entered the coaching profes­
sion as an assistant at the University 
of Maryland (1947-50.) 

Revamped KSU Football 
He then spent four years (1951-54) 

as head coach at Kansas State Univer­
sity and during that time he com­
pletely revamped the Wildcat program. 

When he took over at K-State, the 
team had won only one conference game 
in 10 vears and had lost 28 games in 
a row. Meek transformed KSU into a 
serious contender for the Big Eight 
title and had records of 6-3-1 and 7-3 
his final two years. 

The next two years (1955-56) Meek 
shot some life into the University of 
Houston program, winning the Mis­
souri Valley Conference championship 
in 1956. For his efforts he was named 
MVC Coach of the Year in 1956. 

Meek spent five years (1957-61) as 
head coach at Southern Methodist Uni­
versity of the football-conscious South­
west Conference, where he coached 
quarterback Don Meredith. 

Five Years in Pros 
In 1961 Meek moved into the pro­

fessional football ranks where he scent 
five years with the Dallas Cowboys and 
the Denver Broncos. He was Director 
of Player Personnel and offensive back-
field coach for Denver and was an 
assistant coach and scout with Dallas 
before going to West Point in 1966. 

A 1943 graduate of Tennessee, where 
he quarterbacked the championship Vol 
teams of 1940 and 1942, Bill led the 
team to a 27-4-1 record. He was later 
invited to play in the 1943 Chicago 
All-Star game. 

A native of Birmingham, Alabama, 
the 48-year old Meek and his wife 
Beverly -have four children: Phillip, 
Gary, Forrest Marie and Christina. 
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
