Whatever, it applies to this homecom-
ing afternoon of football between Wyo-
ming's perennially rugged Cowboys and
the Utah Redskins.

While Bill Meek's Utes have acquired
their ‘“passing personality” by design
more than anything else, Wyoming on
the other hand, came to be the WAC's
leading passing unit by necessity.

Although Frosty Franklin operates out
of the Wyoming backfield and is one of
the conference's better runners, the
Pokes' rushing attack has left quite a bit
to be desired this season.

So first year coach Fritz Shumur
turned to Gary Fox to get the passing
game in gear. And that he has done,
passing Utah's Scooter Longmire to be-
come the leading thrower in the WAC.

With Longmire putting the ball air-
borne 42 times last week, a school rec-
ord, and Fox leading the conference in
passing, do you think we’ll see some
aerial artistry today?

CAN’T FAULT DEFENSE

If you haven't heard yet, it's worth
repeating: Utah's defense played well
enough to win against Arizona last week.
Best evidence for such a statement comes
from looking at the grades Ute defensive
athletes scored after coaches ajudged the
films.

Utah coaches might agree that the
defensive unit has played better. It would
have enhanced their performance some-
what if they had scored or if they had
blocked a kick. But, the defense did just
about all the things expected of it.

Defensive linemen—Ron Rydalch, Pete
Michinock and Bob Fratto—all did quite
well. In fact, Fratto, once a South High
great, graded out at over 80 percent
which is extremely unusual.

Although it may be a kiss of death to
mention it, the defense of Jim LaRue,
Gene Epley and Jeff Fries has not been
scored on in about seven or eight guar-
ters.

Last year the ‘D" went 14 consecutive
quarters without yielding a TD.

POKES HAVE IMPROVED

Wyoming's 3-4 record to date in-
cludes wins over South Dakota, Colorado
State and Arizona and an extremely
strong showing in a 19 -23 loss at the
Air Force Academy. Losses have come at

the hands of Colorado (13-56), Air Force,
BYU (17-25) and Texas-El Paso last
week (7-12).

Discouragement following the BYU
loss has now probably turned into anger
after that 12 -7 game against UTEP.

“The loss to BYU was a tough come-
down,” said Fritz Shumur just before
taking the field against UTEP last Sat-
urday. “But we did have our best offen-
sive output of the fall (444 yards) mainly
on the fine throwing of Gary Fox. (Fox
hit 19 of 35 for 335 yards and a touch-
down, breaking a school record of 305
yards he set the week before against
Arizona.)

Continued Shumur: “The receiving of

Scott Freeman (6 for 140 and a TD),
Jerry Gadlin (6 for 131) and Ken Hustad

(4 for 31) was most encouraging in the
BYU game."

The malfunction of the running game,
cven with fullback Steve Brown returned
from an injury, really hurt Wyoming
against BYU. Shumur said he would
work the team heavily to round out the
running game for the UTEP.

The Pokes' may have attempted to
perfect their running attack but it was
not effective against Texas-El Paso.
Now, they may be ready to get away
from it more and more and rely on what
goes best: the pass.

WYOMING REFPORT

In the way of an inside look at the
Cowhoys, during the past four weeks the
tcam has run out of 22 different forma-
tions.

As mentioned, the running game has
been bogged down of late and passing
has become a more predominant weapon
than most had expected.

Fox is predominantly a drop back
type quarterback, he doesn't move
around much, and he’ll do little optioning.

Texas-IEl Paso found out fast they
could run against the Wyoming defense,
although the score (12-7) might indi-
cate the Miners didn't exactly dismantle
Wyoming's defense. The point is, UTEP
threw only 10 times, completing eight.
Utah, obviously, will plan to throw more
often but would settle for that good a
percentage,

How well Ron Rydalch, Pete Michinock
and Bob Fratto and company can pres-
sure Fox will make a difference this
afternoon. Against UTEP, and in most
of tlieir games, Wyoming has gotten fine
pass protection.
