From the records and stats of both teams today's 
game should not be a three yards and a cloud of 
dust affair. Both teams have wide open offenses and 
both should be in high gear with the explosive 
charges set. The defenses, however, may be the key 
with the winner determined by which team can hold 
the other to one less touchdown.

Today's game should really be a hot one even if the 
weather isn't. Both Arizona State and Utah are offen­
sive minded and can really turn on the fireworks. 
The Sun Devils are still unbeaten in conference play 
so a win today is a must if they are going to keep 
their slate clean for a showdown with Arizona in 
what should prove to be the game to decide the 
Western Athletic Conference championship. 

Utah, after their loss to the Wildcats last weekend, is 
virtually out of the WAC title chase since the Utes 
play just six games. A win today is important for 
them because with a victory over ASU the Utes have 
a very excellent chance of putting together a 9-3 
season which is not bad in anyone's book. 

Victory will come tough, however. On offense the 
Utes must contend with and try to stop Woody 
Green, who just may be the best running back in 
college football, bar none. Wonderful Woodrow got 
off to a slow start at the begining of the season and 
even missed a game because of injury. Now he is 
healthy as a horse and just as strong. He has rushed 
for 663 yards in seven games and has an excellent 
shot at putting together another 1000 yard plus 
rushing year. 

Woody would be enough to frighten any defense but 
the Sun Devils color your game plan more than just 
Green. They are pretty big on White, Danny White 
that is, who calls the signals throws the passes runs 
some and even punts. Through last week, White was 
second in the country in total offense averaging 
252.3 yards per game. He was also 16th in passing, 
and 12th in punting averaging 42.6 yards per kick. 
There is also a rumor going around that he sells 
popcorn at halftime. 

White and Green provide a colorful backfield but 
fullback Ben Malone provides the power. Big Ben 
has rushed for 653 yards this season and 10 touch­
downs and it takes an awful lot of defense to slow 
him down. 

If the Utah defense has it's hands full, they shouldn't 
feel alone. The Ute offense will have to work to 
score points on the experienced Sun Devil defense. 
Arizona State may have the most underrated defense 
in the country but the Ute coaches know how tough 
it is and should have the kids prepared. Don Van 
Galder to Steve Odom is still the best passing combo 
in the WAC and throw in split end Lance Robbins 
and tight end Willie Armstead and you can give any 
secondary fits. Running back Ike Spencer and full­
back Steve Marlowe are healthy and should provide 
problems for the Sun Devil defense.

"SEVENTY-FIVE HUNDRED HOT DOGS TO G O -
EASY ON THE MUSTARD"

"Buy me some peanuts and cracker jacks, I don't 
care if I ever get back..." goes the old song, and 
most fans would agree that a football game just 
wouldn't be the same without the taste and smell of 
buttered popcorn, ice cold coke, and juicy hot dogs. 

The man who supplies the treats is Dick Hendrickson, 
concessions manager for the Utah Athletic Depart­
ment. He doesn't hesitate when asked what the 
toughest part of his job is. "Ordering—you just never 
know how much food to order." 

Planning for a crowd of football fans requires a sys­
tem of formulas, predictions and guesses. The trick 
is to order just the right amount of food, specifically 
hot dogs and buns. Other items such as peanuts and 
cracker jacks can be ordered in bulk at the beginning 
of the year since they don't spoil. But left over hot 
dogs and buns can only be frozen once and Dick 
wants to provide enough for the hungry fans. "The 
concession business is very different from the day-
to-day restaurant business—you can't take the left­
overs to church on Sunday morning." 

He has a variety of methods to estimate the demand 
for hot dogs. First, he checks the ticket sales for the 
game. He also looks at last year's attendance count 
for that game. Second, an important variable to be 
checked is the weather. Dick always gets a four or 
five day weather forecast before planning an order. 
When it's raining or snowing the fans sit hunched 
under blankets and forego the snacks. Third, the 
main factor in determining crowd size is the win and 
loss record of the team. A winning team always 
attracts larger crowds. 

Based on his estimate of the crowd Dick uses a 1 to 
4 formula: one hot dog for every four people. He then 
places his order only three days prior to the game. 

Rising food prices and shortages are a constant 
problem in the concession business and Mr. Hen­
drickson feels that his prices will have to be raised 
slightly; but he sees a leveling off of meat prices this 
fall. Meat companies will no longer commit them­
selves to yearly price contracts, so Dick buys the 
best quality at the best price he can get at the time. 

Hot dogs are cooked on the spot and served instant­
ly, piping hot, or sent out in sterno carriers with ven­
dors. Though the flavor is the same, the hot dogs at 
the stands are fried, those sold by vendors are boiled 
to retain their heat. 

Football season marks the beginning of Dick's busy 
season. During the year his workers will serve at 
almost 70 events including basketball games and 
concerts. With hundreds of hungry fans flocking to a 
stand at half times and intermissions, efficient help 
is essential. Most of the ladies who prepare the food 
have experience in the school lunch program. Dick's 
staff includes about 40 people in food preparation 
and almost 50 vendors. 

Dick Hendrickson has been in the concession busi­
ness a long time (he won't say how long, only that he 
began in baseball parks in Buffalo, New York "quite 
a few years ago") and the experience shows. He'll 
be ready each game day when the fans call for 
"seventy-five hundred hot dogs to go—easy on the 
mustard."
