There is an old saying in football that you should never
give up until the final gun. In 1972 the Utah football team
learned how much truth there is in that statement. Utah,
trailing the University of Arizona 27-0 with 14:40 left in the
final period, came back and scored 28 points to beat the
Wildcats. As the bus headed to the locker room after the
game, not one player on it would ever forget what can
happen if one believes in himself.

There was no way Utah should have won that day, but
nobody told that to Van Galder, Odom, Marshall, and the
Utah team. With the score 27-0 in the final stanza, Rice
stadium began to empty. Not only had many fans lost the
faith, but watching the masses exit had left the team less
than hopeful. At this point Utah was beaten, so what hap-
pened to make a victory possible?

It all came about because of the pride of the Utah
players. Before you can run a mile you have to take the first
step.

On the sidelines Don Van Galder got the offense
together and told them how embarrassing a performance
they had put on. They would be disgraced if they were shut
out. When the Utes took the field again, it was with one
thing in mind — to put just one touchdown on the
scoreboard. It was not so much that Utah felt they were
going to win, but that they were not going to lose without a
battle.

With 14:42 left in the game, Van Galder hit Odom
blazing down the sidelines for a 52 yard score. The bench
came alive again as Odom crossed the goal line. Many
players were feeling better that they had not been shut out,
but for others they wanted to put another score on the
board. At that moment only a few Utah players believed
they could win. Thank heavens one of them was Steve
Odom! In the next series he grabbed a 36-yard bomb at
12:14 to leave the score 27 to 14.

Now the idea of winning gained more support on the
bench. The defense took up the cry, "“You got to believe we
can.” But many Utah players sat on the bench heads down
wondering how they could have let things get away from
them. There was now a larger group along the sidelines
encouraging the Utah defense to stop Arizona.

With only 4:20 left in the game, Steve Marshall step-
ped in front of an Arizona receiver and intercepted the
pass. Marshall blew by people as he cut back to the middle
of the field. Steve out ran two Arizona players on his way to
a 68-yard touchdown. The stadium was no longer silent as
the fans joined the wild enthusiasm of the Utah players.

The Ute defense was now fired up, stopping Arizona
three times which forced the Wildcats to punt. Utah took
over on their own 34 yardiine with just 2:20 leftin the game.

Now every player in a Utah uniform knew they were
going to win. The Utes drove the length of the field to the
Arizona 3 yard line. With 10 seconds on the clock Van
Galder kept the ball and was upended on the one. He flew
through the air into the end zone for the winning touch-
down. For the first time in 59 minutes Utah lead 28 to 27.

Every individual on the team was touched in one way
or another to have been part of that comeback. Like Steve
Odom told the squad when the score was 28-0, “You have
to believe — you just gotta believe or no one else will."”
