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Utes Open Home
Season Looking To
Blast Ducks

Tonight's game marks the home opener for new head
coach Tom Lovat and his 1974 Ute gridders. Hopefully
tonight's home debut will be more successful than last
weekend's season opener against UTEP in El Paso.

Oregon's talented Ducks are the opponent the Utes
must tackle tonight and the game looks like anything but an
easy one for either team. Oregon is 1-1 on the season
picking up a televised win over Air Force last Saturday after
getting annihilated by Nebraska 61-7 in their opener.

The Utes can sympathize with the Ducks' experience
against Nebraska as they suffered through something
similar last weekend losing to the Miners 34-7. The Utes’
goal for tonight is turn their performance around and come
up with their first win of the year.

That task will come hard as Oregon first-year coach
Don Read has put together a very solid football team.
Leading the Ducks on offense are All-American candidate
Don Reynolds, a talented, quick runner who is labeled the
pitch back in the Oregon offensive scheme. Fans who
watched the Oregon-Air Force game on the tube last
Saturday will also be familiar with the other Duck setback,
known as the Dive Back, sophomore Rick Kane who ran
through the Falcon defense almost at will. Norvall Turner
will be calling single for the Ducks and will present a few
problems for the Ute defense. He is an excellent runner
and a very capable passer who knows how to move the
team down the field.

The Duck defense is strong, led by defensive end
George Martin, and halfbacks Mario Clark and and Steve
Donnelly. Tom Yaru, a linebacker, had a super game
against the Air Force and will present problems for the Utes
as well.

Utah'’s problem is to regroup after the UTEP loss and
get ready for tonight. The coaches have been working hard
all week with the players and hopefully the work will pay off
in a tighter defense and more “oomph’ in the offense. The
Ute offense needs to get more yardage out of runners lke
Spencer and Steve Marlowe which should come as the
offensive line gets off the ball faster and controls the line of
scrimmage, something the coaches have been working on
all week.

On defense the Utes have got to strengthen their
defense against the run and watch that the pass receivers
don't get behind them for the long bomb.

Both Utah and Oregon run similar offenses with two
set backs and two wide receivers. Both are geared to run
well but the pass can also be effective, which means that
tonight's game should be one of excitement and action
with plenty of good old-fashioned hitting going on.
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Don Réynﬂlds (22) gains yardage against Utah last season. Reynolds gained 93
yards and scored one touchdown in the 35-17 Ute victory. Reynolds was
Oregon's leading rusher last year with 1,002 yards.

Tom Lovat Talks About ... Tom Lovat

Question: How does it feel to be a head coach?

Lovat: It feels good to have achieved the goal | have
set for myself. There is a difference in the amount of
pressure that a head coach has to face. It takes more time
organizing the total picture than just organizing one facet of
it.

Question: What things are different about being in
charge instead of taking orders?

Lovat: The major difference is that you have to be
concerned with all the staff members who have a job in the
football program. You have to be aware of their duties as
well as personality conflicts. You also have to make sure
that your plan is being carried out.

Question: What are the most important things a head
coach must do?

Lovat: The head coach has to keep the morale of the
squad high. He must be able to work with both players and
staff and keep a proper balance between the two. He also
has to make sure that everyone is ready to go on Saturday.

Question: John McKay once said that he doesn't
coach the players, he coaches the coaches, and it looks
like you are implementing the same system here at Utah.
Two questions, is it a better format and what exactly are
the head coach’s responsibilities during practices and
games?

Lovat: It is true we are organized in such a manner to
the coaches latitude and the ability to express their own
ideas. Coaching the coaches is not the right term to use
because | feel that our coaches need very little help from
me. Having an assistant, it is my feeling that a person
functions better and with more enthusiasm if they have
areas they are responsible for. As far as your first question,
yes, it is a better system. My responsibilities during prac-
tice are to make sure we are on schedule and what the staff
has planned to do for that particular day is carried out.
During games my responsibility is to maintain enthusiasm,
make sure the game plan is followed and if we are to
abandon the game plan | have to decide that also. I'm also
the one who takes the blame for losing.

Question: Are you going to build a tower on the prac-
tice field to watch practice from?

Lovat: No, because our budget doesn't allow for it.

Question: What would you describe as your
philosophy of coaching?

Lovat: My philosophy is that we don't expect an indi-
vidual to give up all of his individuality, but there must be
some things he has to sacrifice for the team. | believe in
input from the players but not on the field. When we are out
there the coaches are in total control of the situation. My
philosophy is based on discipline, understanding, and or-
ganization. Negative behavior cannot function in Utah’s
winning effort.

Question: What are your feelings on the 30 scholar-
ship fimit?

Lovat: It is making more quality athletes available for
members of our conference. | would like to see the 30 per
year limit dropped in the future in favor of a 105 total limit. |
