Aggies-Utes

For many, many years the annual intrastate football
grudge match of the year was played on Thanksgiving day
between Utah State and Utah. The rivalry continues on
Saturdays and is just as heated as ever.

The series will go to 74 games today. Utah, after
losing the first game to USU in 1892, won 14 of the first 20
games in the series and 12 of those games by shutouts.

In the most recent 20 games the teams have split the
take each winning ten games. The series stands at 48 for
Utah, 21 for USU and 4 ties.

Today's game is the second game of the year which
counts toward the state supremacy trophy, the Beehive
Boot. The Aggies have already defeated BYU in Provo to
take the lead for the fourth consectutive year.

Utah is the only in-state school to defeat the Aggies
since the inception of the Boot trophy three years ago.
Utah won 31-28, in Salt Lake City last year.

A new trophy, the Governor's Trophy, which was es-
tablished as the symbol of victory between USU and Utah
will go to the winner of today's game. In case of a tie the
trophy will remain with Utah since the Utes won in 1973.

Today Utah comes to Romney Stadium after finding
hard times until last week. Winless this season through
seven games the Ute squad bounced up to defeat New
Mexico last week in Salt Lake City.

New head coach Tom Lovat and staff will count on the
rushing of |ke Spencer and Roosevelt Hutchings who
combined for 157 yards against New Mexico.

Ute quarterbacks will be Jim Miller, a 6-2, sophomore
from San Jose, California, and Lou Onofrio, a 5-10, junior
form Columbia, Mo. Onofrio is the son of the head football
coach at the U. of Missouri, Al Onofrio.

For the Aggies look for Louie Giammona to continue
his national leadership form with his rushing ability. “"Sweet
Lou” has established a game plan of 150 plus yards per
game. Last week he tallied 155 yards against Southern
Mississippi.

The last time the Utes played in Romney Stadium it
was Tony Adams and the 1972 team which set an NCAA
record for yards passing with 561 in the game won by USU,
44-16.
