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3 Game Story 

What do you do when you're 1-6 and this week's visitors 
(Arizona State) are 7-0 and ranked. 

"Stay in there and slug it out," suggests University of Utah 
head football coach Tom Lovat. "We'll be pointing out to our 
club this week that we're 1-1 in the conference and statistically 
very much in the race. Only Arizona State is unbeaten at this 
stage. 

"You need only to look at last week's newspaper to see that 
upsets are very much a part of this game. Each week there are 
a number of stunners .. .and I guess you could say that if we 
beat Arizona State this week it would rank in that category. But 
we're going to give it everything we've got." 

The Utes are 1-6 on the season after dropping an 18-7 
defeat to Oregon last week. This week it's homecoming on the 
Ute campus and the final home game of the season. The Utes 
end the season with three games on the road against Tennes­
see, Brigham Young and Arizona. 

Lovat is not one to cry about injuries but they have been a 
significant factor in this year's slide. 

In all, a total of eight players who started the first game 
against Utah State did not participate last Saturday against 
Oregon and seven of those will not be available against ASU. 

They include: 
1. Mike Spencer-No. 1 cornerback on the team who 

suffered shoulder injury against Indiana and has not played in 
the last four games.. .may return for BYU game. 

2. David Cerbin-No. 1 lineman who suffered knee injury 
against Iowa State and is lost for year. 

3. Roosevelt Hutchins-No. 1 tailback who suffered should­
er injury in first game and has not played since. 

4. Dick Graham-WAC's leading receiver with 28 recep­
tions prior to last week who suffered broken thumb against New 
Mexico and doubtful until BYU. 

5. Pete Hristou-starting defensive end went down with 
knee damage against Oregon and is lost for year. 

6. Dave O'Bagy-starting linebacker expected to have 
great year has been healthy for only two games and has missed 
four entirely. 

7. Grant Gertsch-starting strong safety who has been 
hampered all season with variety of injuries. 

8. Ron Cherkas-top defensive tackle who missed last 
week's game with injury. 

When Lovat adds nagging injuries to leading rusher Steve 
Peake (ankle), who has missed the last two games; strong 
safety Dan Hagemann (thigh injury), who has missed the last 
three games; and cornerback Roland Soloman (illness), it's no 
surprise that the Ute defense has been bruised and porous for 
much of the season. 

One can only wonder what the Utes can do this Saturday to 
stop the volatile offense of Arizona State. 

This is another one of Frank Kush's well balanced clubs 
featuring the explosive offensive punch of running back Freddie 
Williams, who leads the WAC, and two quarterbacks who have 
both had their moments-Fred Mortensen and Dennis Sproul. 

The ASU offense was the fifth in the country last week with 
an average per game of 432 yards. The Utes have been 
allowing 397 per game against the seven opponents to date and 
none of them are in the offensive class of ASU. 

The Utes will counter with soph quarterback Pat Degnan, 
who ranked second in the nation last week. He went down in the 
closing minutes against Oregon with a knee injury (bruise) and 
is expected to be in action this week. 



Tom Lovat 
Head Football Coach 

It's a long way from Bingham Canyon to the head football 
coach's chair at the University of Utah, but Tom Lovat has 
bridged the gap across the Salt Lake Valley with relative ease. 

When the 36-year-old Lovat was named to head the Ute 
program in January of 1974, he became the first native Utahn 
and the first Utah alumnus to ever fill the post of head football 
coach at the University. 

Lovat is a native of Bingham, Utah. He graduated from 
Bingham High School in 1957 where he earned nine letters in 
football, basketball, and baseball. He was an All-State selection 
in football in 1956 and the next year was named to All-State 
teams in both football and baseball. 

He entered the University of Utah in 1957 where he 
graduated in 1961 with a B.S. degree in physical education. 
Lovat also holds a M.S. degree in physical education with an 
education administration minor which he received from Utah in 
1968. 

During his career at Utah, Lovat played both football and 
baseball. He was a two-year starter in football as a guard and 
linebacker and was an All-Skyline Conference selection his 
senior year as a catcher on the Ute baseball team. He received 
the James Moss Award for outstanding scholarship and athletic 
ability and was elected a member of the Beehive Honor Society. 

The popular Ute coach began his coaching experience at 
Mt. Eden High School in Hayward, California in 1961 serving as 
offensive and defensive line coach. The next year he moved to 
Jordan High School in Sandy, Utah where he served until 1964 
as offensive and defensive backfield coach. That year he was 
named Head Football Coach at Salt Lake's Hillcrest High 
School where he remained until 1967. In 1966 his Huskies 
posted an 8-1-1 record in winning the Region III championship. 

Lovat moved on to the college coaching level in 1967 when 
he became the defensive line coach for Mike Giddings at Utah. 
The next season Lovat moved north to Idaho State where he 
served two years as defensive backfield coach and one year as 
offensive line coach. 

In 1971 Lovat decided to give the pro ranks a try moving to 
the Saskatchewan Roughriders of the Canadian Football 
League where he served as a defensive coach until returning to 
Utah three years ago as defensive line coach under Bill Meek. 

Lovat and his wife, the former Sylvia Lyn Boren of 
Bingham, are the parents of a daughter, Johna Rae, 11, and two 
sons, James Matthew, 7, and Mark Andrew, 5.

DR. DAVID P. GARDNER, President 
— one of the most articulate 

authorities on higher education in America — became the 10th 
president of the University of Utah, August 1, 1973, 

The 41-year-old educator developed his administrative 
expertise in the University of California system, moving rapidly 
from alumni field and scholarship director on the Berkeley 
campus in 1960 to vice president of extended academic and 
public service programs for all nine UC campuses in 1971, 

Born March 24, 1933, in Berkeley, California, Dr. Gardner 
attended public schools in his hometown, and was graduated 
from Brigham Young University with a bachelors in 1955. He 
returned to California to earn his M,A. degree in political science 
and Ph.D. degree in higher education from UC Berkeley in 
1959, and 1966, respectively. 

Dr. Gardner became assistant chancellor at the University 
of California at Santa Barbara in 1967, at the same time 
launching his scholarly career with a faculty appointment in 
education and the publication of his widely acclaimed book. The 
California Oath Controversy. 

As a top UC administrator he was also responsible for 
overseeing University of California Extension programs, which 
in 1971-72 involved 330,000 persons. 

In becoming the 10th president of the University of Utah, 
Dr. Gardner pledged himself to "excellence, distinction and 
vigor in the academic program,' 

Dr. Gardner is married to the former Elizabeth Jane 
Fuhriman of Piedmont, California. They have four daughters. 

JAMES R. "BUD" JACK, Athletic Director 
The name "Bud" Jack and the term "Utah Athletics" are 

synonymous. Bud is now in his sixteenth year at the helm of the 
Utah athletic program, during which time he has distinguished 
himself as one of the most capable administrators in the 
business. 

During his tenure, the Utah athletic program has grown in 
stature and has been recognized on a national level as one of 
the finest in the country. Under Bud's leadership, the athletic 
facilities at Utah have improved to such a degree that now they 
are listed among the finest in the country. 

Bud is a past president of the National Association of 
Collegiate Directors of Athletics (NACDA), He is also a member 
of the Honors Court for the Football Hall of Fame. He has 
served two four-year terms on the U.S. Olympic Committee and 
served as the chairman of transportation for the Pam Am 
games, the 1972 Winter Olympics in Japan and the 1972 
Summer Games in Munich, Germany. He will retain that same 
responsibility during his current term and is responsible for 
arranging transportation for United States teams to the 1975 
Pan Am Games in Mexico City, the 1976 Winter Olympics in 
Innsbruck, Austria, and the 1976 Summer Games in Montreal. 

A 1939 Utah graduate. Bud became Athletic Director in 
1958 following previous responsibilities as Business Manager 
and Assistant Athletic Director. 

An active member of the community. Bud is a past 
president of the Salt Lake Rotary Club, and is a past member of 
the board of Directors for St. Marks and Rowland Hall Schools,

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University of Utah 
President Dr. 
David P. Gardner 
on Intercollegiate 
Athletics 
(Editor's Note: University of Utah President David P. Gardner 
recently addressed himself to the following questions regarding 
the intercollegiate athletic program at the U. of U.) 

QUESTION: How does the intercollegiate athletic program fit 
into the structure of the university community? What are its 
values, its contributions? 

GARDNER: Intercollegiate athletics have, from the first, been a 
part of the University of Utah's overall program. I both hope and 
expect that they will continue to be a part of university life in the 
future. Several hundred students participate on our intercol­
legiate teams every year, and those who do grow in maturity, 
understanding, and character as a result of their involvement. 
Athletics also afford thousands of our students and thousands 
of citizens of our state the opportunity to associate with and 
witness athletic events that are satisfying, enjoyable, and en­
gaging of support for the University as a whole. 

QUESTION: It's obvious that women are demanding more in 
terms of intercollegiate competition and financing. What is your 
position in this matter? 

GARDNER: We are moderately active in sports ourselves. We 
ski and we swim as a family. My wife plays tennis and I play 
squash; our girls will try anything. We have less time for such 
recreation and sports than we would like. I guess my favorite 
sports include fishing, swimming, skiing, and squash, all of 
which I thoroughly enjoy regardless of my ineptitude in each. 

QUESTION: Intercollegiate sports, like everything else, is ex­
periencing a financial pinch. What is the long term future of 
athletics on the intercollegiate level? 

GARDNER: Intercollegiate athletics is facing real financial 
problems, as is the University and higher education as a whole. 
It is not easy to calculate the long term impact of present trends 
on intercollegiate athletics. A number of factors coming together 
at this time are making it extraordinarily difficult to fund inter­
collegiate athletics as we have been able to in the past. For 
example, we have no remaining ability to divert funds from the 
University's academic programs to assist in financing inter­
collegiate athletics. There is an increasing demand on the part 
of women students especially to participate in intercollegiate 
athletics. We have obligations under Title IX and other federal 
statutes that oblige us to offer a program that will be more costly 
rather than less. Thus I am apprehensive about the University's 
ability adequately to fund its program in the long run without 
some modifications that take into account the problems men­
tioned above, and others as well. And what those modifications 
ought to be will engage our attention for quite some time to 
come. It will also require the involvement and interest of the 
University's alumni and friends, especially those concerned with 
the well-being and development of intercollegiate athletics at 
the "U". 

GARDNER: The interest of women in intercollegiate athletics is 
obviously rising, and we ought not to be surprised about that; I 
think it is a very healthy trend. The University of Utah has made 
significant efforts to increase the opportunities for women to 
participate in our inercollegiate athletics program. More will be 
done. We can expect the number of women, competing in inter­
collegiate athletics at the University of Utah to increase, as it will 
throughout the country. If we can field teams that involve more 
of our students in intercollegiate athletics-men and women-in 
ways that effectively represent our University, both in our 
conference and throughout the nation, then I am all for it. The 
University's women's ski team, for example, has done very well 
in intercollegiate competition and has given the University of 
Utah a high degree of visibility in ski circles throughout the 
country. 

QUESTION: Do you take a personal interest in University of 
Utah athletic teams? Would you consider yourself an avid 
sports fan? 

GARDNER: Yes! I have a genuine interest in intercollegiate 
athletics at the University. Our family attends as many games 
as we possibly can; we attend as a family, together with friends. 
I have been consistently impressed with the quality and charac­
ter of students representing the University on its intercollegiate 
teams and each year welcome the opportunity of becoming 
personally acquainted with a number of them. 

QUESTION: In what sports do you and your family personally 
indulge? 
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
