Cowboys prior to the 2000 season. Seder spent two seasons (2000,2001)
kicking with the Cowboys. He was 39-39 on extra points and 36-50 (72
percent) on his field goal tries. Seder scored 108 points in his rookie season
(2000).He had scored 51 points in 2001 before an ankle injury sidelined him
for the remainder of the season.

Seder also appeared briefly with the Jacksonville Jaguars during the
2002 season.

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Frederick J. Finks,
AU President

Dr.Frederick Finks began his term as the 28th president of Ashland
University on June 1,2006. Prior to this, Dr. Finks served as president of
Ashland Theological Seminary since 1982.

“As an alumnus of Ashland University | am excited to be a part of its
future. Ashland is a very strong institution. We have one of the most beauti-
ful campuses in the Midwest in one of the safest cities in Ohio. Our academic
programs are some of the best in the state. Our intramural, club sports and
varsity athletics provide untold opportunities for student athletes and our
student activities have been recognized as one of the best in Ohio.The
faculty, staff and administration are poised to continue the fine tradition of
excellence. Our fu-ture looks great.”

Described as a leader and organizer with strong interper-sonal skills,
Finks has been very involved in the community of Ashland, serving the
Chamber of Commerce in a number of capacities, and co-chairing the
Hospice Capital Campaign. He was one of 17 people selected by the Ashland
Times-Gazette as “People Who Changed Our Community.” He has received
national recognition as one of the top 20 seminary leaders in the country
and served as president of the Fellowship of Evangelical Presidents, an
organization of 80 seminaries with a combined enrollment of 50,000.

His accomplishments during the 24 year period as head of Ashland
Theological Seminary include taking ATS from a small regional seminary to
a nationally recognized and respected seminary, now the largest in the state
of Ohio; increasing endowment from $172,000 to approximately $9 million;
successful completion of four major fund raising projects including construc-
tion of two classroom and office facilities; instituting changes within the
faculty structure including reducing both faculty load and class size; and
increasing the average GPA of incoming students.

Prior to being named president at the seminary, Finks served as pastor
of the Winding Waters Brethren Church in Elkhart, Ind., from 1972 to 1982.

He received a doctor of ministry degree from Fuller Theological
Seminary in Pasadena, Calif., in June of 1980 anda master of divinity from
Ashland Theological Seminary in June of 1972.He earned a bachelor of
arts degree in psy-chology from Ashland University in 1969.

Fred and his wife, Holly, who is also an AU alumnus, are the parents
to two adult children and grandparents of four.
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Ashland University direc-
tor of athletics Bill Goldring will tell
you that when it comes to being
a handyman, he’s just average. But
when it comes to providing the tools
needed for a successful athletic pro-
gram, Goldring is better than Lowe’s
or Home Depot.

The 2009-2010 year is
Goldring’s 12th at AU and will be his 32nd year in college athletic
administration. Since his arrival at Ashland, he’s worked tirelessly
to upgrade facilities, build coaching staffs and construct an athletic
program that’s of All-America caliber on the field and in the class-
room. He has been successful in that pursuit as he has put in place
an AU program that has a solid foundation and is well-balanced with
success across the board.

Last year, AU finished sixth in the final Learfield Sports Directors’
Cup standings.That is the best finish in school history. The second
best finish came in 2007-2008 when Ashland finished ninth. Under
Goldring’s direction, those kind of finishes are the rule rather than
the exception. Ashland had 187 student-athletes earn All-GLIAC
academic team honors in 2008-2009. Last spring, AU student-
athletes had a 3.2 cumulative grade point average.

This coming season will mark the start of another era in AU
athletics. The university will unveil the Dwight Schar Athletic Com-
plex, which will include new homes for the football team, the soccer
teams and the track and field teams. This will be a state-of-the-art
facility that will include meeting rooms and offices for the coaches
in addition to the sparkling new playing fields. Last spring, the base-
ball complex was upgraded with new permanent stands. There are
plans to add a press box and a scoreboard to that facility. Goldring
has been instrumental in the planning of all of these projects.

The Eagles also added some impressive lines to their resume
last year. Last spring, all seven sports that were in competition quali-
fied for the NCAA playoffs.That included playoff berths for women’s
golf and women’s tennis, two programs that were added during
Goldring’s tenure. Last year’s postseason invite was the first for the
women’s golf team and the second straight for women’s tennis.
Both the softball and baseball team were ranked first in the region
and hosted regional tournaments.

Earlier in the year, the football team advanced to the NCAA
playoffs for the second consecutive year.That is the first time that
has happened at AU. Last year also saw Ashland win a postseason
football game for the first time in school history. Three AU student-
athletes received GLIAC Commissioner’s Awards, which recognized
outstanding academic and athletic achievement.

This high quality work has not gone unnoticed by those in
college athletics. In 2005-06 Goldring was honored as the General-
Sports TURF Systems Athletic Director of the Year, Division II, for the
Northeast Region. He was recognized at the National Association of
Collegiate Directors of Athletics annual convention in New Orleans.
A summary of Goldring’s major accomplishments can be found
below.

+ Under Goldring, AU added women'’s tennis and women’s golf
as varsity sports.The tennis team plays on the refurbished AU
courts. The women's golf team hosted the GLIAC champion-
ships in 2005.

+ Since Goldring’s arrival, the athletic department has attracted
and hired coaches who are recognized across the country. That

list would include Lee Owens in football, Connie Surowicz in
volleyball and Jud Logan in track and field. Goldring has also
helped expand existing coaching staffs. This past year AU hired
A.G.Kruger as its strength and conditioning coach.This is the
first time Ashland has had someone on staff in that capacity.

+ Goldring has directed projects to upgrade the AU weightroom
and renovate the Sarver Athletic Complex.

+ Numerous teams have flourished on the conference, regional
and national levels during Goldring’s watch. Women’s soccer
has been a power on the national level, at one point capturing
eight consecutive GLIAC championships and advancing to the
NCAA playoffs for eight straight seasons. In 2004, AU advanced
to the Elite Eight and hosted a final eight playoff match. Last
year, the men’s soccer team advanced to the NCAA playoffs for
the third time in school history.

+ Several years ago, Goldring designed Ashland University’s
Ashland Elite track and field program, a group of post-
collegiate athletes that lived and trained in Ashland. Two
members of that group were part of the United States
Olympic Team that competed in Athens. Goldring worked
with campus leaders in implementing this innovative
program.

+ Since Goldring came to campus, AU has hosted NCAA Division
Il national championships in softball, swimming and diving
and men’s and women'’s cross country. In 2007, the university
hosted the NCAA softball championships at Firestone Stadium
in Akron, OH, the NCAA Division Il North Central Region base-
ball championships at Canal Park in Akron, OH, the regional
wrestling championships and the GLIAC swimming and diving
championships. AU has also hosted regional championships
in wrestling and cross country and a total of five postseason
soccer matches.

Thanks to a wealth of experience, Goldring is a respected voice
on the conference and national levels. His associations go across
the country and include every level of college athletics. Goldring
has been a member of the GLIAC's championship committee, the
conference review committee and has been on the NCAA Division
Il regional committee for football. For several years he was on the
NCAA Division Il Championships Eligibility Project Team.

Goldring was the sports information director at Jacksonville (FL)
from 1978-81. He was the director of sports information and promo-
tions at Indiana State from 1981-84 and was promoted to the post of
assistant athletic director (1984-89). From 1989-90 Goldring was an
associate athletic director at Indiana State.

From Indiana State Goldring moved to lowa State where he was
the assistant athletic director for business from 1990-95. He came
to AU from Morningside College in Sioux City, IA, where he was the
director of athletics for three years.

The Ashland athletic director is originally from Orrville, OH. He
earned his bachelor’s degree in communications from The Ohio
State University in 1975. He received his master’s degree in sports
administration from Ohio University in 1977.

Goldring and his wife, Jean, reside in Ashland. The couple has
two daughters, Beth, 27 and Katie, 25. Beth is a 2004 lowa State
graduate and Katie is a 2006 graduate of Mount Union College.

Goldring’s brother, Bob, is the public relations director for the
Ohio High School Athletic Association.
