STRONG STADIUM
COMPLEX

HOME OF THE
BUCCANEERS

Since the 1934 season,the Buccaneers
have called Strong Stadium their home.

Located just a few blocks east ofthe Beloit
College campus, the stadium was a gift of
Mrs. Josephine Strong in memory of her hus-
band,Walter Ansel Strong (‘05),a trustee of
the college for almost two decades and the
former publisher of The Chicago Daily News.

Given Mr. Strong’s long and supportive relationship with his alma mater, as well as his interest in
athletics, it seemed most fitting that the stadium be named in his memory after his sudden death
in 1931.The site was known as Keep Field from 1890-1915 and then Hancock Field from 1915-
34 before gaining the name it has had for 70-plus years.

As designed by Maurice Webster, Mrs. Strong’s brother, the stadium’s contemporary poured
concrete construction and series ofintriguing ramps and passages represented a sharp departure
from the Victorial and Georgian facades ofmost previous campus architecture.

The then-1,600 seat stadium was dedicated on October 13,1934,with much fanfare and served
two years later as the setting for the city’s centennial observance for several nights running. Besides
football contests, the stadium also hosted the now gone Beloit Relays, a premier midwestern col-
lege track & field meet which was initiated in 1937,as well as serving as an outdoor cathedral for
religious services held in conjunction with a national meeting ofCongregational and Christian
church delegates.

Over time, improvements were gradually made,
including updated lockerrooms and heating and cooling
systems in 1964.Gradually, the stadium capacity has
been increased to its present 3,000-seat setting, necessary
especially for the always large Homecoming Game
crowds each Fall.

Since 1977,the Bucs have a .520 winning percentage
(78-72-1) at Strong. Twice during that span they have
recorded unbeaten home records (5-0 in 1991 and 4-0 in
1995) and had six seasons with just one loss.

General Information
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Chris Brann begins his third season as the leader ofthe Buccaneer Football program.
In his short time at Beloit, Brann has worked tirelessly in recruiting future

Buccaneers as well as improving other parts of the program,looking to restore past glo-
ries. Another strong recruiting class joins the 2008 squad,which adds to the 20-plus
recruits brought in prior to the 2007 season.

Brann came to Beloit from Carleton College,a prestigious and highly ranked academ-
ic NCAA Division III institution in Northfield, Minn. Brann served as head coach at
Carleton for five seasons. One of his 2005 victories was against the Buccaneers in a season-
opening 35-28 triumph.Carleton is a member ofthe Minnesota Intercollegiate Athletic
Conference, regarded as one ofthe toughest football leagues in the country. The Knights
produced two All-Americans during Brann’s brief tenure there.

Brann,39,has a sparkling resume that includes stints at the University of Chicago,
the University ofRochester (New York),Robert Morris University (Pennsylvania),Marietta
College (Ohio),and Indiana University of Pennsylvania.At all five of those institutions, he
served as an assistant football coach, and was the defensive coordinator at both Chicago

and Rochester. Under his leadership at Chicago,the Maroons ranked second nationally in total defense at the NCAA Division III level in 2000 and set five
school records during his stay.Chicago also won two University Athletic Association championships during his three years there.

At Carleton,he restored a football program that was moribund.When he took over before the 2001 season,the Knights had 22 players on their roster.
This past season,they dressed 81,which was the second-largest squad in school history. The 4-6 record compiled in 2005 in the always-tough MIAC was the
best record by the Knights in 10 years.Under Brann’s tutelage,Carleton was extremely balanced on offense in 2005,gaining an average of 150.4 yards on the
ground and 149.5 through the air. The Knights ranked fourth in their league in pass defense, seventh in total defense and seventh in total offense.

A 1991 graduate of West Virginia Wesleyan College,Brann was a three-year letterwinner as a linebacker. After spending one season at Indiana High School
in Pennsylvania and a spring at Indiana University of Pennsylvania,Brann coached the defensive line at Marietta College in Ohio. He then moved on to Robert
Morris as special teams coordinator and linebackers coach from 1994-96.While at Robert Morris, he earned his master’s degree in business education and
coached under Joe Walton,former head coach of the New York Jets, and Dan Radakovich, who has 17 years of NFL coaching experience. Brann then moved
on to Rochester and served as the defensive coordinator before relocating to Chicago.

Brann and his wife,Maegan,live in Beloit and are the parents oftwin boys, Pierce and Caden,and a little girl, Makenna,who was born during the 2006
season.

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Ethan Pole Offensive Coordinator
Begins his third season with the Buccaneers,serving as the Offensive Coordinator. A two-time All-Conference pick at Concordia-Moorhead and three-

year starter at quarterback, he still holds three career records and ranks in the top five in eight categories. Led the team to playoff appearances from

1995-97.Had success as an offensive coach at William Jewell College,Greenville College,Luther College,Carleton College - where he served with cur-

rent BChead coach Chris Brann - and,most recently,Dakota Wesleyan University. Pole and his wife, Auny, reside in Beloit with their new daughter, born

earlier this summer.

Dave DeGeorge Special Teams Coordinator and Defensive Line
Begins his 18th season with the Buccaneers,serving as the Special Teams Coordinator and Defensive Line coach. Also the school’s Head Baseball coach,

he is the all-time leader in that sport with 213 career victories with the longest tenure of any Midwest Conference coach. A graduate of BC, he has

coached every position for the Football team during his tenure, including serving as the Defensive Coordinator. As a Beloit student-athlete, he was a

three-year starter for the Baseball team,serving as the team captain his senior year. Dave and his wife, Jacque, reside in Beloit.

Jeremy Walden Running Backs
Begins his third season with the Buccaneers,serving as the Running Backs coach. A Beloit College graduate, he was a four-year letterwinner while start-

ing for three seasons at defensive end.His coaching experience includes a season in Colorado as the defensive coordinator and offensive line coach. He

also worked overseas in Romania for one year as an English teacher. He is currently the Physical Education teacher at Our Lady of the Assumption ele-

mentary school in Beloit and St.Peter’s elementary school in South Beloit.

Gary Lewis Outside Linebackers
Begins his second season with the Buccaneers,serving as the Outside Linebackers coach. A ten-plus year football coaching veteran,he comes to Beloit

after a stint as the Defensive Coordinator for the Summit Stampeders. Prior to that he coached at three high schools in Illinois, including Defensive

Coordinator at Guilforf High in Rockford, and two high schools in California. A graduate of Judson College,he earned a Bachelors degree in

Management and Leadership and has worked as a project engineer for several companies, the most recent being Hamilton-Sundstrand in Rockford.

Brian Bliese Wide Receivers
Begins his ninth season with the Buccaneers,serving as the Wide Receivers and Quarterbacks coach. He is also the Head Track & Field coach at BCas

well as the Coordinator of the Cross Country program. A graduate of Milton College,he had a briefcareer in the NFLafter graduating from Milton.

A Football coach in 29 ofthe last 30 seasons, he has also had stints at Milton College,Carroll College and Carthage College. In Track & Field,he has

been selected the Midwest Conference Coach of the Year five times. His most recent Coach of the Year honor came during the 2007 Women’s Outdoor

season.Bliese and his wife, Robin,reside in Milton.

Michael Wilson Inside Linebackers and Video Coordinator
Begins his first season with the Buccaneers,coaching the Outside Linebackers and serving as the Video Coordinator. Wilson comes to Beloit after a two-

year stint as an Assistant at North Central College in Naperville, Illinois, where he was the Video Coordinator while also working with the Defensive

Backs, Defensive Line and Special Teams. He was also an assistant coach for one season at Holmen,Wisconsin,High School. He earned his Masters

degree in Liberal Studies from North Central this past Spring. He is a 2001 graduate of Valparaiso University in Indiana.He and his wife, Jessica,reside

in Beloit with their young daughter.

Stephen Jacobsen Tight Ends
Begins his first season with the Buccaneer Coaching staff, coaching the Tight Ends. A four-year letterwinners for the Bucs as an offensive lineman,

Jacobsen earned All-Midwest Conference Honorable Mention honors during his senior season.He is a 2007 graduate of Beloit. He taught at Aldrich

Middle School last year and was an Assistant Football Coach for Beloit Turner High School during the Fall.

Begins his first season with the Buccaneers,coaching the Offensive Line. He will also serve as the program’s Recruiting Coordinator. Harris comes to

Beloit from Minot State University in Minot,North Dakota,where was an Offensive Line Graduate Assistant for one season.Prior to Minot State, he

was the Offensive Line Coach at Iowa Wesleyan College for three seasons and an Offensive and Defensive Line Coach at Ellsworth Community College

The modern-era Midwest Conference was created in the spring of1994 with the merger of the
Midwest Collegiate Athletic Conference, which had been sponsoring men’s championships since
1921,and the Midwest Athletic Conference for Women,which was formed to conduct women’s
championship competition in 1977.Stated intent ofthe union was to preserve the tradition ofboth
leagues while enhancing administration efficiency and fostering equity between men’s and women’s
sports.

Organization of the MCAC was conceived at a meeting at Coe College on May 12,1921.Charter members were Beloit ,Carleton,Coe, Cornell,Knox and
Lawrence .The MWC has since grown to provide championship intercollegiate competition for 10 liberal arts schools located in Illinois ,Iowa and Wisconsin .
Member schools are Beloit ,Carroll, Grinnell ,Illinois College,Knox, Lake Forest ,Lawrence ,Monmouth,Ripon and St.Norbert. Others institutions who have
spent time as a part of the MWC include:Hamline, Millikin, St.Olaf and University of Chicago .

Track and field was the only sport contested in the MCAC’s inaugural year, but the conference now sponsors a total of20 men’s and women’s sports, culminat-
ing in a MWC Championship tournament event at the end ofevery season with the exception of football.MWC tourney champions receive the conference’s
automatic bid to the NCAA Championships in selected sports.

Chris Graham took on the role of Conference Commissioner in 2004,where he remains today.Matt Troha was hired on as the first full-time Sports Information
